Project title : Solar light to 250 tribe family and 22 tribe hamlets  
Project summary
This project provides solar lantern to 250 Tribe families, who are under risk areas, they are getting 250 FM Small Radio run by the solar lantern and 25 tribe hamlet / areas are provided solar street light. 
Project need and beneficiary

Hundred of Tribe families Dindigul district and Theni district are in to caves and interior/ unreachable forest are with poverty and deprivation under endangered condition. There are no basic amenities. Most of them are having voting rights and not in to population census. In to the forest life, they have no light, no Radio and can’t use cell phone to links outer world. Further wild animal disturbing is making place without light. In provision one solar lantern, a family gets lights to habitation, free from wild animals attack, children reading, women cooking, radio running and mobile charging are being done. The people have links with outer world and knowledge about flora and fauna. So the lantern gives lights to their dark life. 

Our Works

ROSI FOUNDATION has been retrieving and rehabilitating by providing of hut/house with some of their needs such water, solar lighting, crèche centre, human rights issues, ration card, community certificate, housing patta and land issues. Remaining people are being retrieved from the cave / risk places. By this, we provides livelihoods, housing and educational support to their children  

105 tribe families have been brought to safe place by relief and rehabilitation centre by ROSI FOUNDATION. They are in need of immediate promotion on food security, livelihoods, safe habitation and children education. In this project we are discussing and requesting for fund.

01. To give lights to tribe habitation in to interior forest area
02. Assure green energy and environment protection

03. Reading and writing of tribe children by solar light  
04. Cooking of tribe women in solar light 
05. To protect from wild animal and endangered life
06. To prevent fire of tree for lighting and forest firing 
Project activities  
· One solar lantern with solar panel 

· One FM radio is provided that is installed in each tribe hut/habitation.
· Mobile charge pin is given with it.
· Solar street light in 22 tribe people areas

Benefits 
Each of 250 families has lighting to their house and life. Children are reading in the light. Women are cooking in the light. Wild animals do not disturb them.  The solar street lamp gives light to 22 tribe hamlets and free from wild animal and other disturb. It prevents firing of wood for light and firing of forest. It saves environment and biodiversity of the forest without like grid energy
