Description and aim of the project:

The SOS Children’s Village Fort Portal in Uganda gives a loving home to 120 abandoned and orphaned children of the age 0 – 12 years. Additionally to the village, a Kindergarten for 100 children from the village as well as the neighborhood has been constructed and a family strengthening program has been launched to complement the family based care. This program will prevent 805 vulnerable children from falling out if parental care of their families.

People in this certain district in Uganda suffer badly from poverty and are mostly without access to life’s basic needs. Children were the most affected and as a consequence there is a growing number of orphans and vulnerable children. It is impossible that they cope with this tough situation alone. Thus, in order to meet the growing numbers of orphans and vulnerable children in this area and in in order to improve the situation in general, SOS Children’s Villages decided to construct an SOS Children’s Village in Fort Portal. 

The new village compromises 12 family houses, ancillary facilities and a kindergarten. The children are growing up within a family with their SOS mother, brothers and sisters. This gives them a solid foundation for their future life.

One family home in a SOS Children’s Village costs 150,000$. It consists of an open kitchen, a bathroom, three children’s rooms and a room for the SOS mother. In total it measures 125m². Each house gives home for around 10 children. 

Therefore in order to finance the project another 70,000$ are needed. With this amount the SOS Children’s Village Fort Portal in Uganda will be concluded and more than 1000 children will have the chance for a better future – a chance that they deserve.
