NGO Profile: A look at how Fundi is combatting unemployment in SA
What exactly is Fundi?

Initially known as Men on the Side of the Road, FUNDI is an Not for profit Organisation that recommends its members to customers who employ them to perform a broad range of jobs. 
FUNDI empowers South Africans to change lives through job creation. 
The essence of our activities is to increase the ability of our members; unemployed people who have registered with us and have undergone an accreditation process and earned the right to call themselves FUNDI, to earn a sustainable income.

We provide a bridge which enables our members to move into the mainstream economy. We do this through facilitating employment for our members. Our day to day activity is focused on ensuring that we introduce customers to accredited FUNDI members, who are known to us, have the skills the customer is looking for and who we believe are reliable and trustworthy.

What sort of work can our FUNDI’s do?

We get all sorts of requests ranging from construction-related work like painting, tiling, plastering and so on, to gardening, cooking, cleaning, waitering and even data capturing. Basically, if there is non-specialised work to be done, we will do our utmost to provide capable FUNDI’s to do it.
Why is Fundi important?

Recent reports regarding high and rising unemployment quoted statistics that should shake us to the core. Currently over 8.5 million South Africans (nearly 50% of the labour force) are unemployed, under employed or permanently disheartened about finding work. The effect of pervasive long term unemployment on individuals and families is as devastating as war for the people caught in the middle of it.
There are two prevailing mindsets on unemployment in South Africa which hamper progress on this front. One is that unemployment has been reduced to facts and figures in many of our minds. It hardly seems to affect us at all. But the reality is that these figures represent real families – mostly including children - who have no food to eat. Combating unemployment is about far more than simply providing work. It is about providing dignity. 

The second is that unemployment is seen as a problem to be fixed by government and perhaps big business. In fact, Fundi has streamlined the process of creating work to such an extent that every income-earning South African now has the ability to combat unemployment.  

How successful is Fundi?

We have created close on 300 000 work days for otherwise unemployed people. Over the past three years our average customer rating has been 4.5 out of 5 (90%).
We’ve found that generally people who hire Fundi’;s become loyal ‘customers’, our main challenge is getting people to hire in the first place. Many South Africans are nervous to employ people they don’t know, which we understand considering the high crime levels we are all affected by. However, Fundi members are not unknown. They are men and women well known to us who have a proven track record of being reliable and trustworthy. They have earned the title – FUNDI.
How trustworthy are Fundi members?

Fundi members are workers who have voluntarily registered with Fundi and undergo ongoing scrutiny and evaluation of their work. Through our verification and assessment processes we determine a skills rating and personal rating for each member. 
FUNDI’s undergo a thorough assessment process before we recommend them for hire. This includes: registration and induction, independent verification of skills and previous work experience and our own experience with the member in work teams and non-sensitive work environments. Only then are members who have maintained an excellent job rating over a period of time introduced into the one on one work environments in homes or small businesses. 

Fundi conducts continuous monitoring of members’ work with every job receiving a rating based on customer feedback to members. 
How can people support Fundi?

How about committing to providing employment for one person one day of every month? Most of our gardens could use some work, perhaps your wall could use a coat of paint, or maybe you’d like to construct a fence around your veggie patch. Whatever it is, you can make a tangible difference to a family by helping to combat unemployment. 
Job Creators Program

We plan to raise R 53,000,00 in the remainder of the year 2012 going into 2013to create jobs opportunities for 1000 of our unemployed skilled members.

And we look to achieve this with help in sponsoring our Job creators program.

We look to place these 265 workers into casual working environments at a rate of R200 per day for each worker.

They will be placed in and around Cape Town’s surrounding areas to do days jobs such as PAINTING AN ORPHANGE HOME or a PRE SCHOOL, CLEANING THE OPEN VACCANCIES AROUND THE SURBABS AND INFORMAL SETTLEMENTS, and HELP CLEANING THE STREETS and any type of days work for a general labour.
