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Women's Roles in Rebuilding the Post-Conflict State

Post conflict regions present a unique and important opportunity to change and challenge entrenched patriarchy and gender bias, re-shaping societies and changing the political status quo, making transformation possible. Women's voices are critical in the recovery, healing and rebuilding  of post conflict communities. Conflict has a disproportionate impact on women and children, including human rights and economic violations, displacement and destruction of social infrastructure. Women are overwhelmingly represented in IDP and refugee camps, experiencing food and human insecurity. This is true in post conflict northern Uganda, where for over a decade 1.5 million Ugandans were forced into IDP camps, the majority of those being women and children. 
Working in northern Uganda provides WGEF the unique opportunity of helping women to seize the opportunity presented in a post conflict environment. Through leadership development and initiatives like Access to Justice for Women, women in northern Uganda are able to effectively challenge their communities, becoming leaders and advocates for women's empowerment and peacekeeping.
