	Major activities conducted against what was proposed 
	· With the help of the rescue team, BOSCO monitored the inflow of the children to the streets 24*7 days

· Street animators are vigilant at the transit points and destination areas on the lookout for the children in need of care and protection. 1539  such children at risk are rescued and sent to the  safer and secure environment for further rehabilitation. 

· 44 awareness programmes  were organized  highlighting issues that vulnerable children face and also, on the significance of building a society that cares for children in once own region. 

· 84 volunteers were  involved  in rescue and mainstreaming process of street/begging children. These involvements were in identifying children at risk, informing BOSCO’s child help line regarding child labors,  regularly organizing motivational programs,  dance therapies, craft works, games etc.

· Out of 1539 children rescued, 1007 children were placed back with their families. The rest of the children were referred to other institutions as required or are being cared for in BOSCO Homes. They are also given formal or informal education based on their mental and physical ability and willingness. 

· A rescue vehicle is used for speedy and safe transportation of these children. 

· 2 caring community groups were formed and members are capacitated on child right issues  and skilled them to proactive against child right violations.

· Networking and convergences discussions with networking organizations and government departments are organized in order to share working experience and introduce the strategies of BOSCO to other organizations and government departments. 

· One day Child labor rescue mission  organized in the city  on 20th March which managed to rescue 40 children with collaborative effort of police and government department (DWCCD)

	Case Study 
	After the death of father Thankaraj and mother Vimala , Bharat of only 14 years old had no place to go and no place to call home. Travelling like a vagabond in search of a job to fill his belly, he worked in a bakery for 7 months in hazardous and unfriendly conditions. Unfortunately, orphan Bharat was a victim of a gas cylinder blast. He still did not give up hope and travelled to Bangalore in train in his miserable condition; He continued circling around the hub of the city and was finally contacted by BOSCO staff from the city bus station. Looking untidy, tired and unkempt wearing a white lungi /panche (i.e a lose cloth tied around the waist) and a checked shirt with grime and dust all over, His attire and physical appearance screamed for help. His face had an innocent look but he looked well aware about the big bad world and thus a certain sharpness and nervousness prevailed in his attitude, His eyes however twinkling with hope, big and bright. 

His identification mark on the yellow sheets mentioned a gruesome scar on his chest which looked like a painful burn, neglected with lack of attention and care. Initially shy, Bharat eventually opened up to the staff at BOSCO Yuvodaya and showed them his other affected areas i.e.  His stomach, his back and his thigh. His thigh had skin which was burnt out to the extent that it had passed the blue and grey stage and was white with numbness. When Bharat got comfortable with the atmosphere he was brought to, and sensed positive vibes, he smiled, laughed and joked around a little.

Bharat was then taken to BOSCO Mane after counseling. For his bad luck, he met with another accident at BOSCO Mane while climbing the stairs. Already in a physically bad condition, the tragic fall made Bharat shiver and he was immediately rushed to Kims Hospital, it was only then the staff at BOSCO discovered about the cylinder blast in the bakery. Bharath continuing his  treatment from  Kims hospital. BOSCO wishes the best for him, and hopes that he may have a better and brighter future ahead through BOSCO.

Forty-two children were
rescued from several bars,
eateries and restaurants in
Majestic and Gandhinagar
areas on Wednesday after-

+  noon. During the raid, an
NGO also rescued children
from a construction site
while they were indulging in
susbtance abuse and making
a living by begging. Young
girls were alsogecused from
the clucthes of the begging
mafia, police said.

“Of those rescued, about
32 children are from
Karnataka and most of
them were brought to the
city either by their parents
or relatives. The others
hail from states such as
Bihar, Tamil Nadu, Assam
and West Bengal. The chil-
dren working in bars and
hotels were living in very
poor conditions, often
working from 6 am till late
into the night”, said a rep-
resentative from the NGO
Bosco.

NIMHANS where they will
be housed temporarily. The
NGOs are now trying to get
in touch with the parents
and relatives of the chil-
dren, so that they can be
sent back home.
