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On 10/16/05 Relief International (RI) deployed a team of 4 doctors loaded with medical supplies to Pakistan’s Northwest Frontier Province to provide emergency medical care to the thousands of affected individuals in the region.  

RI  has setup an office in Islamabad, and has a warehouse and a regional base of operations in Mansehra, NWFP. RI is utilizing its fleet of 4x4 vehicles to transport supplies to areas that are remote and often inaccessible, and is concentrating its efforts on providing immediate relief (shelters, blankets, food) to earthquake victims in the surrounding areas, which include the sub-districts of Balakot and Batagram. 

RI is distributing Family Emergency Kits (consisting of one winterized tent, four blankets, food rations for five people for one week, and a heater with fuel).  RI has also distributed an additional 3,500 blankets and more than 100 winterized tents (meeting all UN specifications and standards) to affected populations in the Balakot and Batagram sub-districts.

RI has been closely working with a national NGO called Sarhad Rural Support Program (SRSP) to identify target communities and distribute the goods and supplies.  Additionally, RI has a working relationship with IMGC, the Internatinal Multi Group of Companies, a worldwide corporation with offices throughout Pakistan, to help procure needed commodities and provide logistical support.  Recently, RI formed a partnership with IOM and is sharing office space.
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
