Kisumu City is home to Manyatta, the largest slum in Western Kenya, where over 60,000 people live in a five square mile ghetto and 50% of the population lives on less than a dollar a day.  1 in 5 people living in Kisumu have HIV/AIDS.  The MYRC was created in order to support Manyatta’s youth.
