Demands & Positions

Israel
Internal:
Land Swaps & Settlements Israel wants to keep major settlement blocs around Jerusalem to keep as many settlers as possible within territorial Israel but is willing to compromise on some “parts of the ancestral Jewish homeland.” In the Palestine Papers Israel offered to annex 6.8% of the West Bank where the four main settlement blocs are located in exchange for 5.5% of Israeli territory.
Territorial Continuity Palestine will not have connecting land mass but there will be a “safe passage” link connection between the West Bank and Gaza that Palestinians would control but would be under Israeli sovereignty.
Jerusalem must remain a united city and act as the capital of Israel. The Palestine Papers leaked that they offered to divide Jerusalem along the “Clinton Parameters,” except for the “Holy Basin.”
Border Openness/Security Two states for two people – the borders would not become easier for Palestinians to cross into Israel.
External:

Border Routes external borders would not change. But control of the sea off the coast of Gaza, including the Gaza port, when built, to prevent weapons smuggling into Gaza and attacks from the sea against Israel, in cooperation with Egypt as defined in the security appendix of the 1979 treaty of peace with Israel. 

Openness/Security of Borders “The territory under Palestinian control must be demilitarized with ironclad security provisions for Israel…the territory controlled by the Palestinians will be demilitarized: namely, without an army, without control of its airspace, and with effective security measures to prevent weapons smuggling into the territory.”
Palestine
Internal:
Land Swaps & Settlements the PLO accepts the 1967 Green Line as the border between Israel and Palestine and is willing to discuss “minor, equitable and mutually-agreed territorial exchanges” regarding settlements. Israel must also redress all damage caused by the settlements and the occupation.
Territorial Continuity There needs to be a safe passage or transit agreement to allow people, vehicles and gods to move freely until “a permanent territorial link is fully operational.”
Jerusalem East Jerusalem must be the capital of Palestine, which would include the Old City and its surrounding area.
Border Openness/Security There must be freedom of worship at and access o religious sites within East Jerusalem for everyone.
External:

Border Routes Palestine will make agreements with Egypt, Cyprus,
Openness/Security of Borders “Full withdrawal from all Palestinian territory, airspace and territorial waters” with Palestine in control of their own borders and security.
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
