	The drawn-out conflict between the Burundian government and rebel factions has displaced hundreds of thousands of people from their homes, crippled social services, and destabilized the health care system. While Burundi President Pierre Buyoya signed a peace deal with the head of the main rebel group in Arusha, Tanzania on December 3, 2002, the truce has been repeatedly broken, and security remains tenuous. Farmers forced from their land have not planted grain for the season, causing food shortages and ultimately, malnutrition. Many internal refugees live in squalid camps where disease is rampant, clean water is unavailable, and shelter is makeshift at best.

IMC has worked in this unstable environment since 1995 to provide immunization, water and sanitation, distribution of food to the malnourished, and preventive and curative care. IMC has trained displaced civilians in transit camps to identify and help prevent common diseases, and has coordinated mobile clinics that visit villages in some of the most inaccessible parts of the country. 

IMC's current programs are based in the Muyinga, Kirundo, Rutana, and Muramvya provinces. IMC operates therapeutic and supplementary feeding centers in health facilities in all four provinces, where drought and insecurity have exacerbated malnutrition. IMC is also training traditional birth attendants (TBAs) and community health educators to provide information on nutrition, sanitation, and prevention of sexually transmitted infections, including HIV/AIDS. Additionally, IMC has refurbished health facilities in Muramvya and Kirundo.
