Project Documentation for Rural Women’s Movement 
Funds raised for this project will be used to support Rural Women’s Movement’s work in 14 rural communities throughout the KwaZulu-Natal, South Africa.  Activities include: 

Land, Property and Inheritance Rights workshops:

· Provide transportation, lodging and meals for a two day work shop for 30 rural women coming from various regions into the city center to participate in a workshop and dialogue addressing land rights and empowerment

· Follow up meetings in each community by RWM staff to help implement strategies discussed during workshop

Providing Home-Based Health Care Resources to Rural Families 

· Connect families with health care resources including access to Anti-Retro Viral treatment for AIDS 

· Place children orphaned because of AIDS with extended family, often grandmothers

Sustainable Agriculture and Skills Training 

· Provide transportation for women from various communities to attend and participate in a training to learn sustainable agriculture as well as other skills training including sewing projects, business planning for catering and craft selling projects and selling surplus harvest from gardens in the market. 

· Follow up meetings with individual member groups to to implement skills learned.
