TRA Building Projects Selection Questions:

1) What unique geographic, political, economic, ethical, and other challenges are associated with the project?

2) What unique opportunities does the project provide?
3) What potential physical challenges may the project encounter in regard to access, availability of materials, safety, etc?

4) How will the project benefit the larger community?  Does the project demonstrate a concrete response to the community’s needs?   Can we explain to the recipient’s community, to donors, and to members of Congress and others how and why we have selected this project and how it addresses the community’s needs?  Have community members been involved in selecting this project and will they support it?
5) Does the project raise “distributional or equity questions” and if so can these be constructively and effectively addressed?

6) How will this project address and support the broader work for a just and enduring peace in Israel/Palestine?  How will the project shed light on aspects of the Israeli/Palestinian conflict, build deeper understanding and encourage committed action on the issue?
7) What alliances can be forged through this project?  Are NGOs identified to act as partners or fiscal sponsors?  Does the project strengthen existing alliances?
8) Is there someone on the ground to champion this project?  In the U.S.?  Elsewhere?
9) Are there identified spokespersons for this project—those who might tour, participate in films, teleconferences, etc.?
10) What type of engagement/involvement can we anticipate from those impacted by the project—the recipients, local partners, etc? 
11) Will this project attract attention and funding in the U.S.?  Elsewhere?

12) Is this project consistent with efforts of those in the peace movement in the U.S. so that they will respond to it and lend support?

13) How difficult will it be to vet this project to comply with U.S. Government regulations for international funding?
