Problem statement
Over the years, performance of primary school children in rural communities has remained poor compared to their counterparts in urban areas due to a number of reasons. One such factor is the lack of facilities to facilitate reading at household level. Over 70% of electricity distribution in Uganda is in urban areas, a fair and inclusive lighting system that makes the advantages of education available to all is one of the most powerful levers to make society more equitable. The main source of rural lighting in Uganda is kerosene, which is very polluting, causes indoor air pollution enough to cause severe eye and respiratory problems for children in enclosed village huts, and pose a fire hazard. Kerosene lanterns emit 1/3rd of a ton of carbon dioxide every year, and the total emissions in villages are significant as hundreds of millions people use them. 

While the use of kerosene for lighting in rural areas is found to be highly inefficient the fumes from kerosene lamps in poorly ventilated houses are a serious health problem in much of these areas. The kerosene fumes are found to be slow poison about which the innocent rural people are unaware. According to world bank estimates, for about 800 million women and children, breathing kerosene fumes is as harmful as inhaling the smoke from 2 packs of cigarettes a day.
As part of the initiatives to realize meaningful contributions to child-Wellbeing outcomes (Children educated for life and children enjoy good health), Mountains of hope   will introduce creative program to make solar lights available at an affordable cost, especially to the poorest in selected families. Each family selected from a cluster of villages will benefit from the availability of lighting derived from clean solar energy for the provision of more reading hours for their school age children, and creating more opportunity for improved health and savings from frequent purchase of kerosene.

Objective

The primary objective of the program is to support 300 orphan and vulnerable children households in remote Kammengo Sub County and other isolated rural areas with solar home lighting systems as indirect contribution to improved literacy, academic performance and household health

Justification

Majority of Mountains of hope supported Programmes are in rural communities where rural electrification is not possible due to high cost of expansion and the scattered pattern of settlements. Only 9% of Uganda’s population is supplied with grid electricity, and 70% of these customers reside in the three major towns of Kampala, Entebbe and Jinja. Approximately 20% of the country’s urban population is connected to the national grid, while only 3% of the rural population is connected to the grid
. Children in rural communities lack appropriate lighting system to do home work and revise their books, a situation that has led to poor reading culture and poor performance in rural schools. Majority of children in poor rural communities resort to use of ‘Tadobe’- locally made kerosene lantern which is highly toxic for   their revision and home work

Mountains of hope Uganda through this creative programme will introduce clean, affordable solar lighting to the poorest communities in Kammengo sub county Uganda beginning with orphans and Vulnerable Children households; this will contribute to improved reading culture and academic performance among school children in local communities where we operate. A simple but effective solar kit will help bring light to homes in the less- developed rural areas without the choking side-effects of kerosene lamps; in addition. Reducing kerosene use will impact health and the environment, affecting climate change locally, nationally and globally.
Expected outcomes
· Improved children’s academic performance:  school children will be able to use solar light to revise and complete their homework and improve their reading skills with clean, free light. Provision of solar lights enable  children extend their reading time at home 

· Increased community participation in education of their children:  the provision of cheap home lighting system will encourage parents to spend quality time with their children while supporting them in doing home work

· Reduction in household cost use of buying kerosene and use of renewable energy:  This will improve local and national environments and reduce impart of global warming but also reduce the hold cost of buying keresone. 

· Improved child and family health: the use of solar power is expected to reduce emission of smoke from ‘’tadoba’’ which impact the health of families. : Kerosene lamp smoke causes lung and eye irritation and potentially permanent damage. It contributes to infant and under fives mortality. orphans and Vulnerable children households supplied with solar lighting will be able to reduce effects associated with Kerosene lamp. This will contribute to reduction of absenteeism from school due to such illnesses.

Proposed Approach

Beneficiary households will be provided solar lamps to be used for indoor lighting at night, and for helping parents support urgent children’s tasks outside school. School going children have limited facility to study at night, as they have to use kerosene lamps. If they are replaced with solar lamps, school children can study and function for more number of hours at night. The aim of the initiative is to replace kerosene lamps with solar energy charged lamps with small batteries that use very little power. Women empowerment will be a key feature. At initial stage households will be provided the solar utility light LED bulbs which is portable and can be used anywhere traditional power is not accessible. Expansion, cost sharing will be introduced where households will contribute amount that is equal to or less than what they currently pay for kerosene.

Cost considerations  

The low cost solar panel will be utilized; each solar panel with one bulb and battery enough to facilitate home lighting and children’s reading will cost USD 80 each.

Procurement of solar lights

Procurements will be done centrally by Mountains of hope Office, the project is expected to commence in March 2011.
