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The predecessor of Genuine Love is an entrepreneur volunteers team involved in 5`12 Wenchuan Earthquake in Sichuan Province. Later in June, 2009, the team was formally registered in Mianyang Civil Affairs Bureau , named as Mianyang Zhengxuan Culture Exchange Center, and in abbreviation, “Genuine Love”  . In its early days, Genuine Love proposed a three-step development strategy: First, to construct houses to assist victims to settle down, and to expedite new green building technology; Second, to build up communities by creating a peaceful environment; Third, to develop economy and culture, and to promote green economy of recycling in disaster areas. Today, Genuine Love is fulfilling the latter two strategies with the mission of “rooted in the community, to serve children and young people”, and is implementing a series of programs by professional social work model of “individual cases-group activities - community campaign”. Genuine Love has created seven workstations in Yaan, Yuli and Yushu.  As of today, Geneunie Love has cooperated with Mercy Crops, Oxfam, Cedar Fund, One Foundation, NPI, China Foundation for Poverty Alleviation (CFPA), China Charities Aid Foundation for Children(CCAFC), Tencent Foundation, Youcheng China Social Entrepreneur Foundation and so on.
Genuine Love made lot of efforts to root in communities and to develop its own models of special services for children and young people, and such scope of services eventually became edges and advantages of Genuine Love.  For example, Genuine Love implemented the “Leaders` Home – Household Style Orphan Care Centre” program in Yushu with the funding from CCAFC.  The program emphasized the importance of Home, which was composed of volunteer parents, the elderly living alone and the orphans to give all-rounded love to orphans and avoid the disadvantages of traditional orphanage model.  As a further example of its strategy of sustainable development, Genuine Love built five workstations at Yaan after the earthquake and formulated a project of three to five years.  These workstations took the form of libraries, with one or two worker(s), have carried out children service programs with funding from Mercy Crops, Cedar Foundation, CFPA, YCSEF and so on.  These five workstations have become a platform for fostering bondage between residents in the communities, as well as places for children and young people to study and to join leisure activities.  These stations played a major role in post-disaster redevelopment.
Xinjiang rural children COMMON science museum
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Background:
Xinjiang Production and Construction Corps Third Division Regiment 51, located in the Town of Tumuxiuke, City of Tumushuke, Kashgar Region, is a poverty-ridden group with a population of over 50,000 people and home to a number of ethnic groups, mainly Uighur people.  Company Ten is the centre of the regiment, with a population of more than 2,400, 99% of which is Uighur.  The arable land per capita is 2 mu (about 1333 square meters).  As a collective ownership minority company, half of the households in the company live on subsistence allowances. There is a tuition spot with seven teachers and 177 students from one preschool senior class and grade one to grade five classes (one class for each grade).
What for:
A permanent working group has been cooperating with the Ten Company, and they found that many children there have no way other than classroom lessons to learn about the world beyond Xinjiang's borders.  The extreme lack of media resources in Uighur language for adolescents has led to narrow worldviews of young people there after they grew up, which greatly hindered their abilities of healthy communication and exchange with the world outside. Therefore, we plan to vacate a large classroom and decorate it as a natural science museum such that children there will be able to learn about the world before and after school.  The science museum will be jointly managed by the residents of the village and the school teachers. The science museum can also serve as a good complement to the regular teaching.
Where: farm of Regiment 51, City of Tumushuke, Xinjiang
When:  expected to be completed in August 2014
Who: 177 five-fourteen years old Uighur youth
How:
Generally speaking, the establishment of libraries is a common focus for most youth science centers. However, having considered the low proficiency of Uighur youth in Chinese and their religious belief, the improper selection of books might cause unnecessary misunderstandings. So we want to create a different science museum: a science museum with no books.
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The Museum is divided into five areas:
1. Pet Zoo: The pet zoo is made up of a variety of plants and small animals that are likely to survive, such as succulents, birds, tropical fish tank, Dutch rabbits, hamsters, etc. In addition, there is a micro bonsai area where children can grow their own micro bonsai. With the help of the resident assistants and teachers, children take care of the plants and small animals on a regular basis, which can help cultivate their sense of responsibility.
2. Sandbox Area: The sandbox simulates various scenarios and different types of animals in the nature, so that children can have a vivid recognition of the ecological and geological world.
3. Children Invention Home: It mainly consists of various aircraft and ship models as well as handwork materials. Children can learn how to make things on their own and what they make will be displayed in this area.
4. Space Mystery Lab: Xinjiang is a great place for stargazing at night.  This area mainly consists of astronomical telescopes and projection facilities for constellation cognition, where children can learn about astronomical observation.
5. Art Area : It is made up of paints, brushes and musical instruments. Children can try any of these things that interest them .
Given the characteristics of the five areas, it is easier for us to recruit volunteers from all walks of life nationwide to serve the Uighur youth.
Finally, we hope that the science museum becomes a demonstration model to be promoted nationwide.
Budget: RMB50,000 for the completion of the first phase construction; RMB15,000 for the annual maintenance.
