Help Expand Academic Levels (HEAL)- Kisumu.
In Kenya despite the adoption of Free Primary Education (FPE) by the government in 2003, education related problems still persist and approximately one million school going age children are out of school. This is due to numerous hidden costs such as school uniforms expenses, enrolment fees, examination fees, stationery and library expenses, development levies, tuition levies and auxiliary staff wages and salaries. This has not made it easier especially for children who have lost one of both parents to HIV. Due to this there is high number of children out of school, a great number is involved in child labour.
We can help STOP this. 

Intended beneficiaries
A total of 2000 children are going to be retained and reintegrated/enrolled in schools in Kisumu County. 200 parents are going to be sensitized from the target areas.  It is envisaged that more than 700 children in the target area shall benefit both directly and 1,200 indirectly from the activities of the programme. The target age group shall be children of age 6 –18 years old. Both boys and girls shall be reached without discrimination of disability and ethnicity.

  Children
Kisumu county is characterized with low literacy levels, high poverty levels is bordering the Lake Victoria and the busy trans African highway. Child sex is rampant hence the spread of HIV. With a prevalence rate of 11% which is above the  national figure and redundant uncaring practices created by poverty some parents/guardians trade off their young boys and girls for money in the aspiration to acquire wealth and live comfortably.  The wealthy citizens employ children and some carry out hawking for earnings to assist to contribute to the family daily bread.  Some children are retained to herd animals. 
HEAL- Kisumu

This project is intended to help through capacity building and advocacy of parents, local administration, opinion leaders on children rights and the policies, the community will value education and cooperate to send children to school and not risky and meager works for meager earnings. Child involvement and facilitating them to attend school will be emphasized and to focus for future need to enhance programs that will build capacity of the ones who can’t go back to school through vocational skill building 
while encouraging the ones going to school to pursue education will be the main focus of the challenge. Due to myriads of problems affecting children which sometimes incapacitate then from excelling in school one sure meal a day strategy will be adopted where the children will be attending a daily lunch at a designated centres. The children will also be involved in child participation processed activities to include Walk for hope as a pre activity to mark the children’s AIDS day just before the worlds AIDS day. This event will give the children an opportunity to share and discuss their issues and know what issued to present during the world Aids day usually marked on 1st December of very year.
Families
Parents/guardians, brothers and sisters of targeted children shall be sensitized to assist in combating spread of the HIV disease.  This will be carried out during the capacity building sessions with all stakeholders and especially the local opinion leaders and school management committees. A special Conference Pitting Children and parents together with national stakeholders and Government officials will be organized to highlight the steps so far achieved.
