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Project Title:

Reconstruction of earthquake-damaged schools for Chayuan and Pingzi Primary School in Yunnan, China
There were 3 earthquakes taking place in Daguan County of Yunnan Province in China from July to September in 2006. There were over 70,000 people affected and the economic loss of the people reached RMB 250 million. 38 schools in the area collapsed. Classrooms in 132 schools became unsafe for use. Due to the widely affected disaster area, it is believed that there are still 115,476 square metres of buildings needed to be rebuilt.
This project requests an amount of US$30,371.00 to support the rehabilitation work at Pingzi Primary School in Gaoqiao Township and Chayuan Primary School in Jili Township of Daguan County in Yunnan. After conducting the needs assessment, it is planned to rebuild a school building of 196 square metres, a toilet with 4 stalls, 1 basketball rack, 1 methane gas pool and 1 table tennis table and to purchase 80 sets of desks and chairs for the students of the Pingzi Primary School. For Chayuan Primary School, it is planned to reconstruct a school building of 77square metres, a toilet with 4 stalls, 1 table tennis table and to purchase 2 desks for teachers and 24 sets of desks and chairs for the students in Chayuan Primary School. 104 school children will be benefited from this project.
