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Activities done during January to August  2011
After the completion of two years of first batch of fellows a two days experience sharing work shop was organized early this year. It allowed former fellows and new fellows to interact and learn from each other.  The new felloes were selected during the second day of the workshop Applicants were divided into four groups and were given different themes for discussions. The members of Selection Committee were observing all the participants and the discussions. 

Individual interview of each of the applicant was conducted.  A committee of 5 members comprised including the RIM National Coordinator Mr. Ranga Rajan. Of the 13 fellows 3 were working in Kherwada. One of them is focusing on issues related to Forest Act. Two others are working on the tradition of Dakaan (witch accusation). Two fellows are working in Badgaon block on issues of Caste Panchayats. Three other fellows are working in Jhadol block on issues of health and education and government schemes. The remaining five fellows are from Kotra block and are working on issues of Moutana (tradition of demanding compensation of a death).
