HELPING DISABLED CHILDREN TO GO TO SCHOOL IN RURAL KENYA

Millions of children with disabilities across rural areas in Kenya miss school opportunities because of their conditions. The disabilities range from physical to mental. They mostly miss admission because their parents do not have toilet training skills to impart to them so that they fit well to utilize school facilities.

Due to the distress associated with mental and physical disability, there is quite a lot of neglect of the disabled children. This, coupled with abject poverty has contributed to their misery.

TYSA is bridging this gap by offering toilet training skills to the parents, who in turn train their disabled children thereby giving them opportunities to join school. Other items issued are toilet kits and diapers. The project has brought a positive change in the lives of the beneficiaries who now have bright futures. 
Now there are more disabled children in rural Kenya accessing education as a result of the project. So far 20 of them are in schools continuing with their basic education. The number is expected to rise as more and more households with disabled children join the project. 
More and more awareness campaigns are currently underway to sensitize households with disabled children. These are aimed at combating the neglect and trauma associated with disability. It is expected that they will result in more children joining school to build their capacity.
