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With the goal of instilling every Club member with a sense of self worth, the Boys & Girls Club offers a range of programs and services that help members reach their full potential and become productive, responsible, and caring citizens. Through these fun and engaging programs, Boys & Girls Clubs offer something for every young person.

Clubs

Our Clubs are run by staff trained in age-appropriate program delivery, guidance, and safety. Through the support of volunteers who have passed criminal background checks, our Clubs provide exciting and engaging activities designed for youth regardless of race, religion, or culture. 

Clubs teach values that enable young people to get along with others and work together to create a stronger community. Each Club is open when young people need productive, supervised activities, such as after school, during vacations, over the summer, and occasional late-night weekend programs exclusively for teens.

Literacy Centers
Literacy Centers provide educational support for members who need it most and aim to increase literacy for all youth, particularly those with dyslexia. Through a multi-sensory teaching approach involving fun and engaging materials developed by the Slingerland Institute, learning weaknesses are directly targeted and strengthened. 

Additional one-on-one assistance with homework, reading programs, small group reading lessons, and other educationally enriching activities are also available on a daily basis at literacy centers. 

During Club operating hours, all members are welcome to join the literacy activities offered each day. Literacy Centers are located at the Meyer Club and the Regence Club, as well as the McCormick Center for students who attend Rosa Parks Elementary School. The McCormick Center has a pull-out program in conjunction with Rosa Parks Elementary. Students who are identified by the school as those who need extra help in learning to read participate in literacy center activities during normal school hours.
