Project description

Misthy Cee Development Centre is a registered Ghanaian charitable NGO set up by Siaka Stevens (‘Misthy’) in 2001, active and dedicated to helping disadvantaged children. Near the small town of Akomadan it has on an acquired 6 hectare plot, a centre where needy children are cared for, accommodated if necessary, supported and will be educated. Skills training and health education will also be given. 

Our first 2 projects at Misthy Cee helped build accommodation, dining, kitchen and washroom facilities; the third and fourth have helped complete the school building. 
Need

There are large numbers of vulnerable children in Ghana and we seek preferentially to work with people and organisations dedicated to helping these children. 

Sustainability

Misthy Cee is now well established and supported in the area, and at present looks after 65+ children. David Steiner has visited three times and been very impressed with their enthusiasm and ethos and also by the dedication and hard work shown by the local team. 
HATW hopes to continue to co-operate in future with teaching assistance and management advice / support. The school will generate income (children from the wider community will be charged a small fee) to support itself and other aspects of the work of Misthy Cee.
Projected Outcomes

We feel confident that this resource centre will benefit a large number of children in the community by giving them somewhere to go to seek help, advice and support as well as emergency accommodation, schooling, appropriate training and loving encouragement in the difficulties facing them in their everyday lives.

How the project will be administered

Siaka Stevens and his team at Misthy Cee Development Centre will administer, along with the support of local community elders.
