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Description of the project: There is a plan of holding two-day EYP mini-session in the capital of Lithuania, Vilnius. The delegate body of the session will be mainly Belarusian and Lithuanian. The representatives of other countries may be invited but the main accent will be put on the development of Lithuanian-Belarusian youth connection and integration. There’s going to approximately 40-45 delegates, 4 chairpersons, 3-5 organizers. The delegates will be separated according to their committee choice. All committees led by chair will examine an issue given to them. Afterwards they write a resolution on the given issue. In the end of the session the General Assembly takes place. During the Assembly, each committee should defend its own resolution by defend speeches, answering on question, attack speeches. General Assembly is the most official part of the session. It follows distinct rules and regulations. The topics given to the committees will be mostly about interrelationship of Belarus, Lithuania and European Union. There will be number of non-official events like Euro-concert, Euro-village, Country/City presentation etc. There is also planned to invite several guest speakers(dr. Alan Flowers for example) on topics of Democracy in Belarus. 

The aims of the project: To engage Lithuanian and Belarusian youth in a common initiative. To Develop EYP movement in Lithuania which is now in very poor condition. To organize exchange of experience between Belarusian EYPeers and Lithuanian EYPeers. To start up  sustainable EYP movement in EHU.   

Goals of the project: 

· To hold a regional Belarusian-Lithuanian EYP session in the form of debates in English on the topic of relations between Belarus, Lithuania and EU

· To train Lithuanian and EHU EYP-beginners to start EYP initiatives in their own cities and schools

· Advertise the ideas of self- and informal education.

· Develop bonds among European Humanities University, Vilnius high schools, Belarusian Lyceum in Vilnius, Lithuanian Christian College.

The project aimed auditory: Lithuanian youth from Vilnius high schools. The students of EHU and LCC. Belarusian youth. The students of Belarusian Lyceum in Vilnius. Everybody who is willing to join. 

Required recourses: There is a range of resources that EYP session must have to be successful. First of all it’s of course the housing for delegates, chairs and organizers. Usually organizers rent a hostel for this matter. We are planning to use Human Rights House for that. The other important thing is the place where EYP committees can discuss given issues and write the resolution. Hopefully the EHU (European Humanities University) can provide the classes for it and their meeting hall for our General Assembly. There is needed a lot of stationary for the session of course. And of course there is huge need in volunteers, who would help to select delegates, arrange food supply etc.
