Disabled Scholarship Program

The disable scholarship program is supporting visually impaired, hearing impaired and physically disabled children.  In May one girl (Laxmi Kunwar) was added.  11 students passed the SLC examination and graduated from this program.  There are 92 students in this program by the end of December, 2008. Among them, 28 are visually impaired, 58 of them are hearing impaired and 6 are physically disabled children.  62 boys and 30 girls are receiving scholarship.  30 students are studying in primary level, 28 in Lower Secondary Level and 34 are studying in Primary Level respectively. 

Out of total students, 49% (45) are in Kathmandu valley and rest 51% (47) are out of valley. Similarly, 60% Percent are Brahmin/Chhetri, 11% are Newar, 12% are Dalit, 16 %ethnic minorities and 1%   are Muslims.

Case Story

I am Laxmi Kunwar. I am seventeen years old and I have been studying in Grade nine at Khagendra Navajeevan Kendra Secondary School, Jorpati. I was not disabled from birth. Before two years,accidently I fell down from a tree when I  had gone to collect the fodder for the cattles.I was badly injured in Spinal cord. Even after the surgery of spinal cord,I could not completely recoverd and I foun myself physically disabled.The lower part under the waist became paralysed.So I was recommended for physio-therapy to Spinal Cord Injury Hospital. After having therapy, I can move on wheelchair but I can not stand on foot. I am still under treatment. I had lots dreams for my future career. I was the first student of my class. Unfortunately I got the accident and the entire dreams ruined. My father sold all the property for my treatment and the family became completely landless. There are remained a few number of cattle, a small house and a small piece of land. I have not return back to village since last two years for my treatment.
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I was searching for the opportunity to continue my study. Fortunately, I got the scholarship from NYOF to continue my scholarship. I was very happy getting these facilities and even my happiness crossed all the boundaries when NYOF started providing me the support. I will best utilize this support for my study. I would like to thank NYOF for this support. 

Academic performances
Out of the total 92 students who appeared in the Second Term examination, 88(96 %) students got passed. Similarly, 5 students secured the first position, 4 secured second and 3 secured third in their respective classes.  The academic performances of rest of the students were on the average. Moreover, out of a total 11 students, all passed the SLC examination and six of them are continuing college. Out of total passed students, 7 passed in first division and 4 got passed in second division. 

Major activities of Disable School Scholarship Program

The major activities performed throughout the year are as mentioned below:

· School visit by the social worker to monitor the academic performance of the students and their progress. He had the meeting with the principals and class teachers of the respective schools in every three months

· Hostel and home visit to find out the living and learning condition of the children.  From the home visit the most remarkable change has been noticed that the children are much more interested in their study and their social behavior also has been changed. 

· Health checks up of the students to maintain their healthy life. One of the girl(Susmita pariyar) of Pokhara got operation of her eyes

· Distribution of scholarship so that they might not get any problem regarding their study. They were also taken for the shopping in winter
