Introduction to SCOT
SCOT is one of the long established Tamil organisations in the UK, established in 1977 and a registered UK charity from 1978.  Small but has been very effective organisation both in the UK and in our homeland. We generate funds through membership, contributions and hosting charity lunches and dinners. Over the years we have generated funds in excess of £600k, and these funds are used to support several hundred projects in north-east of Sri-Lanka.

Our activities have aimed to address the changing and urgent needs of our people and fund projects that are appropriate at that time to alleviate the hardships faced. 
Current priority for SCOT is to help the people affected by the WAR - the Internally Displaced People (IDP’s) in Vanni. Estimated to be around 100,000 and the conditions for them have been described as "nothing short of catastrophic" by the ICRC (International Committee of the Red Cross). Funds will be used to purchase dry rations, medicines and medical equipments and additional funds will be used to provide temporary accommodation and help relocating the displaced people.
We work with local registered partnesrs  ( e.g:  INGO’s, NGO’s, and the Government Agents (GA’s))  who are experts in providing urgent support and services. Utilisation of funds are monitored and are transparent to authorities.
