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MKUZE COMMUNITY SCHOOL WATERBRICK PROJECT
WaterBrick International, Inc. has initiated planning for a project to build a new community school in Mkuze, South Africa for the Ngwenya Tribe of Mkuze.  

This project raises funds for the building of the school, and outfitting the school with the necessary complements such as books, and classroom furniture to begin teaching the local children.  The school will be 22.5 ft long by nearly 223 feet in length and will be comprised of eight classrooms.  See attached sheet for rendering, elevation and floor plan of this proposed facility.

The construction and fulfillment of this project represents two major milestones:

· This facility is the first operational school to be constructed of WaterBricks, a new durable building product that will become the basis for affordable, durable buildings in places like Mkuze and throughout the world. 

· The school will allow more than 300 children to safely go to school within their own village.  Currently these children must walk nine miles to attend school.  Because this transit time will be cut dramatically, little girls, whose current daily task is to fetch water with their mothers, will now be able to attend school for the first time.
Chief Thabethe and his Tribal Council have approved the building, and have paved the way through the government of Zululand for WaterBrick International, Inc. to commence with the project.
