άGive Love and Hope of Peace to Children in the Southέ

What: 3 Days Service and Peacemaker Camp 

Project Summary:  

 This project provides 160 children every year who are suffering stress and anxiety the 

opportunity to attend a Peacemaker Camp which is a leadership training and peace-building program for 

volunteers and children in the affected area of conflict in the southern border area of Thailand. Because 

of the violence in the Southern border area of Thailand, children lost hope of peace, suffering stress and 

fear and not enjoying their life like the other children should be. Through this project, children will have 

to learn to express themselves and be able to receive an inspiration from the volunteers so they can 

cope up with the stress they are experiencing because of the conflict and violence in their communities. 

 

Project Needs and Beneficiaries:

In addition to 

being victims of the violence themselves, children have witnessed the brutal slaying of people in the 

community as well as fighting, bombing and burning of their school. Mr IƻȊǳƳƛ ŦǊƻƳ ¦bL/9C ǎŀƛŘ ά{ƻƳŜ 

are afraid to go to school or to even go outside to play because of the violence or the perceived of 

threat of violence in their communities. Violence has permeated their everyday lives in a way that no 

ŎƘƛƭŘ ǎƘƻǳƭŘ ƘŀǾŜ ǘƻ ŜȄǇŜǊƛŜƴŎŜΦέ From early 2004 until now, violence has killed 3,000 people and about 

303 schools have been burned down.

Project Activities: 

 Service For Peace Thailand conducting 3 days Service and Peacemaker Camp every 3 months for 

students living in the southern border area of Thailand at The Institute for Southern Thai Studies, 

Thaksin University in Songkhla ς one of the provinces affected by conflict. The 3 day Service and 

Peacemaker Camp is a leadership training and peace-building program which consists of games focus on 

teamwork and peace building, service and learning, cultural exchange show, night of dream, trip to 

amusement park, zoo etc. These activities provide the children to receive love from volunteers from 

university students who are concern of the children and want to have peace in the southern border. 

Volunteers provided the opportunity to serve and love these children as their brothers or sisters by 

pairing them as buddies so they have time to listen to their dreams and encourage them to have hope 

for peace. If we provide Service and Peacemaker Camp for the children, we will help them cope with 

stress and anxiety and be able to have hope for peace.

I am in my school; I feel I became brave in expressing myself. I also met new friends and learn many

Even these children have just got 3 days in the camp, but 3 days without violence and experience fun 

and happiness is very rewarding and could create a positive impact in their lives.

Potential Long Term Impact:

the recommendations for follow-up action to prevent vicious cycle of violence are to focus peace-

building education and activities on children and to design programs to address the emotional stress 

living in the provinces affected by the unrest. The study showed that reconciliatory bonds exist among 



children living in the affected southern provinces, and to promote future peace and stability, these 

bonds must be strengthened as those children grow up.
