BUDGET EXPLANATION:

Food: Each child receives a basic monthly food package consisting of 20 – 30 kg Maize Meal, 2 litres cooking oil, dried beans, rice and assorted protein-rich vegetables, 1 kg peanut butter and 2 -3 kg beef. (most of our children are iron deficient and rather than pay for pills our doctor recommended beef)

School Fees:  We pay for school fees for those children in the top ten of their class.  To pay for all our children would cost over $55,000.

Sports:  We purchase soccer balls and other equipment and replace as needed.

Funerals:  We contribute $50 toward the cost of a funeral for a caregiver.  We pay $250 toward the funeral expenses of one of our children.

School Supplies:  We purchase needed exercise books, pens and pencils for all those children in the top 50% of their classes.

General Supplies:  Cleaning supplies and equipment, Postal expenses, office supplies.

Special Events/Miscellaneous: Includes school uniforms for our extremely poor beneficiaries and child headed households; event gatherings of caregivers including lunch when children put on a show; Incidentals such as sewing needles/supplies, visa expenses for travel to Botswana/SoAfrica for unavailable items and reliable services such as post office.

Vehicle: Includes insurance, fuel, and repairs for normal wear and tear. Gas is approximately $6 a gallon.

Council of Elders Support: Fund disbursement is for educational needs and, on occasion to cover emergency expenses as well as shoes and dental and eye care 

Allowances:  Covers housing for Ms. Nyoni and Mr. Basa, food allowance for them as well as Mr. Mhodi and monthly allowance. 

All infrastructure expenses are paid with matching funds. Dennis Gaboury, Founder receives no salary or funds of any kind from Zimkids.
