Project Description and Objectives
RxArt has agreed to complete an installation in the pediatric waiting room at Gouverneur, using original drawings and prints.  The project will be completed in a highly visible area of the hospital, which is well-trafficked daily by children, parents, and medical staff. Landers’s work intends to humanize what is at best a sterile and unfamiliar space, and at worst, an environment that can be laden with negative and frightening connotations.  The existing environment is currently devoid of art or any decorative additions, other than printed instructions to patients. RxArt’s objective in realizing the Gouverneur project is threefold: to humanize the patients’ medical experience by fostering an environment that is both comforting and aesthetically stimulating, to facilitate meaningful interaction between the pediatric visitors and the artwork, and to reduce the stress commonly associated with hospital visits. The project is scheduled for completion in November 2009, in conjunction with the publication of our second coloring book, which will be distributed to Gouverneur as a supplement to the installation. The project’s completion will coincide with the beginning of the 2009 holiday season, a time of the year commonly associated with exacerbated emotional strain and feelings of increased isolation, particularly in those experiencing medical issues and navigating their way through the bureaucratic hospital system.

Detailed plaques will accompany the drawings, and will include information about the artist, the work installed, and acknowledge funders for the installation.  Supporters will be offered visibility on RxArt’s website with a link to the funder’s website in perpetuity (RxArt’s website receives approximately 500,000 hits a year and growing); inclusion in all press related material related to the Gouverneur project; inclusion in RxArt newsletters and mailings mentioning the Gouverneur project; and acknowledgment on RxArt’s web-page under major funders and in RxArt information package materials under major funders.
Timeline
March 2009 – Contact was initiated with Gouverneur to introduce RxArt’s mission and to discuss the project. 

May 2009 – Diane Brown, RxArt’s President and Founder, met with Gouverneur’s Executive Director, Mendel Hagler, for a tour of the pediatric ward.

August 2009 – Final artwork submitted to RxArt for approval.

September 2009 – Artwork sent for framing.

November 2009 – Installation of the three drawings at Gouverneur Hospital.

November 2009 – The final project is unveiled in one of the pediatric waiting rooms. In conjunction with the installation, copies of RxArt’s newest coloring book Between the Lines, Volume II is distributed, along with crayons.

Budget

The total budget for the Gouverneur Hospital Project is $10,000, of which $6,000 goes toward purchasing the artwork, $1,000 goes towards related overhead expenses, $750 goes towards maintaining coloring book and crayon distribution for five years, $1,600 goes toward framing and installation, $200 goes toward insurance, $100 goes to photography of the project, and $250 goes toward transportation.
