Sadhana Vidyalaya Education Project

1.0 Situational analysis/ Needs Assessment

While urban areas in India have access to some good quality private schools, the rural areas are served by under staffed and poorly funded government schools having sub-normal facilities. Children in rural India do not have access to quality education. As the quality of education imparted to these children is poor, when they grow up they cannot compete with urban children in getting admission to higher studies courses. Their employability in the competitive world is also very limited. This leads to unemployment of youth resulting in dissatisfaction. As a result they are not able to participate in the growing industrial and financial progress made by urban India.
2.0 Objectives

The objective of this project is to provide empowering education that enables rural children to participate in national and global affairs. Sadhana Vidyalaya aims to give the rural children an opportunity to get the same quality of education that is available to children in private schools in urban areas. 

In addition to this the children will also be given value-based education based on the Indian spiritual and cultural heritage. The rural children will be able to grow into responsible, confident adults and will become engineers, doctors and business and social leaders of change.
