Title: 
Greening Darfur: transform lives and landscapes 
Project summary: 
Enable 70,000 women, children and men to feed themselves year-round. By replanting and farming thousands of hectares of barren land, you can help to promote development not dependency.
Project need and beneficiaries:
Since 2000, North Darfur has experienced five consecutive years of drought.  

No water equates to no chance. Animals die, crops fail and families are forced to move in search of water. Low rainfall means low crop yields: whole generations are now dependent on food aid. 
This project will provide 70,000 Darfuri people with the skills, opportunities and technologies to grow their own food and reclaim their dignity.
Project activities:
· Shallow Wells – reliable access to water
· Earth Terraces – double farmer’s crops 
· Seed-banks – provide seeds for 5,000 families
· Nurseries – grow 600,000 seedlings each year
· Reseeding – create thousands of hectares of green, fertile lands

Donation options:

£30 could construct a 100m terrace - enabling a family to double the amount of crops they can grow ($49)
£325 could rehabilitate a well - providing hundreds of isolated families with regular access to clean water ($530)
£1,300 could reseed the rangeland for an entire community (of some 1,600 people) - greening the lands of Darfur ($2,150)
Potential long-term impact:
Families able to feed themselves - crop production will double.
Environment regenerated – being productive whilst protecting their lands (e.g planting rather than tree-cutting). 
Conflict reduced – families will work together sharing basic resources.

‘For too long we felt forgotten. I was determined that my family wouldn’t move to the camp but we struggled to survive. Now we are farming, growing crops and selling at market: we rely on ourselves’.
