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Living Hope Health Centre:
In the month of August 2008, the above health centre was establish by Africa Youth Ministries as a mother organization with a core mission to provide quality health services & facilities for the community, participate in the creation of healthier lives within the community. To provide healthcare services in a fiscally responsible manner which contribute to the physical, psychological, social and spiritual well being of the patients and the community it serves. Providing a continued commitment to the care of the poor and those most in need, building a working environment where each person is valued, respected & has an opportunity for personal and professional growth. Strengthening our relationship with Universities, colleges, other hospitals, agencies, and our community. Demonstrating social responsibility through the just use of resources. The commitment of our staff, physicians, volunteers, students, community partners and friends to our mission permits us to maintain a quality of presence and tradition of caring, which are the hallmarks of Living Hope Health Centre.
Major Target Population:
Living Hope Health Centre major target population is the urban poor, this comprises Orphaned and Vulnerable children, the elderly, People living with AIDS regardless of their faith, tribe, and gender. To such a population the services are provided at no cost.
Above a Nurse a Living Hope Health Centre examines an elderly person who was picked by Good Samaritans in an abandoned building in a very poor health, he received free medical care at the centre, and was taken for specialized medical examinations at Butabika and Mulago Hospitals and he is doing well.
Major Activities:
In partnership with Africa Youth Ministries & Ministry of Health, the centre is currently providing free HVCT (HIV Voluntary Counseling & Testing), Immunization, Free medical care to people living with AIDS various medical services: 
HVCT Activities:
Until December 2008, Africa Youth Ministries has been procuring and providing HVCT kits to the Health Centre. However, since December 2008 Ministry of Health has provided us with free HVCT Kits which has enabled us to provide free HIV Voluntary Testing and Counseling. The centre currently has 10 full time HVCT Counselors, who have in the last 7 months been able to carry out 4760 tests at the Health Centre and 3553 tests in the community outreach program.
Immunization Services:
Every Monday the health centre conducts free immunization services bringing the services nearer to the community. This includes polio, measles, DPT, BCG, TT, Vitamin A/Deformers.

The exercises were conducted in the districts of Jinja in Mafubira Sub-County and Mpumudde Division, and Kyabigambire sub-county Hoima District.
