Title: Nicaragua: Filtering Water, Saving Lives
Project Summary: (200 words): MADRE and Wangki Tangni are working to provide a clean drinking supply to Indigenous families on the North Atlantic Coast of Nicaragua.
Prices:
$25 Buys a replacement tray assembly to aid in the water filtration process

$50: Buys a one-day supply of electrolyte syrup pouches
$100 Buys a two-day supply of electrolyte syrup pouches

$300 Buys one filter to transform polluted water into clean drink for 700 people a day

$1,250 Trains women to operate and maintain their community’s water filtration system

Project Need and Beneficiaries (500):  On the North Atlantic Coast of Nicaragua, Indigenous children die from easily preventable waterborne illnesses, especially during hurricane season. Flooding carries raw sewage and other pollutants into the water supply. Drinking dirty water can lead to diseases like typhoid, dysentery and cholera. Indigenous People are particularly vulnerable to these illnesses because the government has not provided health or sanitation infrastructure. 
Project Activities (250) MADRE tested three water filtration systems and the results were solid. Each system makes 200 gallons of clean drink daily, enough for 700 people. The systems produce drink enhanced with electrolytes, which can help people recover from dehydration.
Potential Long-Term Impact (250) The needless deaths of children can be prevented through eliminating the risk of waterborne diseases. Women gain leadership skills and improve their status in the community by ensuring access to clean water for themselves and their families.
