The Mission

Global Reach International has started a micro finance project to help women in Nepal obtain small business loans.  The small business loans will be fixed at 0% to help women start up businesses in their communities.   We will be giving between $75-$300 to help bring new business ideas to life.  Projects range from handcraft supplies, sewing machines, computers, tea equipment, and other miscellaneous supplies to start new ventures.  

Global Reach International has two staff members in Nepal who will be receiving small business proposals.  The business proposals will be submitted to Global Reach International in the USA for approval.  Once approved, the participate will engage in a five day workshop on how to start and run their business efficiently.    These workshops will be implemented every six weeks or until funding is no longer available.  Our goal is to give out $15,000 dollars in small business loans to women in Nepal by the end of 2010.  

Are Loans Paid Back?

Loans will be paid back through the sale of their items or services.  The loans will be interest free, with a monthly bill starting after the second month of the loan.  All money collected from the loan will be used to give additional loans to other women in need.  If money is not paid back, then the participant will not be able to apply for additional loans in the future.  No leans or judgments will be placed on any participant for non-payment.  Global Reach International understands that some individuals will not be able to pay back the loan. 

 Participants will not receive money in kind.  Global Reach International will purchase equipment for business.  We will monitor the business from its start to end.  A business development center will be in place in Katmandu for participant to come to if they need additional help or resources.
