THINK Home Cycle Nine (September 2011 – June 2012)

Narrative Information:

 On September 25, 2011 the THINK home opened its doors to 25 girls and 11 children under 5 for the ninth cycle of the THINK home.  The girls are from 8 Liberian counties and 1 girl is from Sierra Leone.

The ages of the girls range from 12 to 22 years and 10 of these girls have children under 5 years old. There are five female children and six male children ranging from 3 months to 3 years in age. 

II. Education 

Cycle nine has the highest level of education amongst the girls yet. 
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This is the first time that ALP Level III is the largest class in Basic Literacy since the THINK Home has started.

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III. Results from the Impact Assessment:

THINK was able to interview 126 graduates from the THINK home in Monrovia, Montserrado County and in Buchanan, Grand Bassa County.  The 126 graduates interviewed consisted of 53% of the total 236 graduates from cycles 1 – 7 of THINK home Monrovia and cycle 1 – 3 from the THINK home in Buchanan. Below is a breakdown of the findings:
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Many girls who graduated from the THINK Home in Monrovia moved up country or to another location where they were reunified with family members. This limited the collection of interview that THINK was able to conduct. 
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
