About Us

Ngoma Aid Foundation is a non political and a not for profit Community development focused, Community Based Organisation. It was established in 2008 and is registered with Ntungamo District Local Government – Uganda

The central focus of Ngoma Aid Foundation is rural community development. NAF would like to change the face of poor rural villages so as to make them more habitable and avoid the influx of youth to urban centres by reducing on the suffering of people in rural communities through the provision of basic services.

Mission

To promote and bring about amicable change, emphasize togetherness and co-operation amongst individuals in order to bring about a positive transformation of the community and as a result reducing ignorance, poverty levels, conflicts and corruption within the society, as well as introducing a healthy and manageable society within a state, and ensuring sustainable environmental management.

Objectives

1. To promote and increase awareness about ignorance, illiteracy, conflicts, corruption, poverty by averting them through sensitization workshops, cultural festivals and community meetings.

2. to promote National and international campaigns and programs about issues of major concern such as HIV/AIDS, TB, Malaria, Food Security, Peace among others

3. To promote gender responsiveness in all aspects of development for example Women, Children and men’s equal responsibility in society.

4. To promote sustainable agriculture among the peasant communities so as to attain food security.

5. To promote sustainable environmental checks and management within the community.

6. To lobby and advocate for funds through contributions, donations, and generation of funds through building projects or running programs that must be in line with the organizations other objectives.

Activities

1. Liberating rural men and women from economic bondage, dependency and poverty from economic marginalization through income generating projects like poultry keeping, livestock development, road side business among others.

2. Offering Education support to children from vulnerable homes, orphans and needy students. Special consideration is given to children with disabilities, and the girl child.

3. Community mobilization, sensitization and raising awareness on issues like HIV/AIDS, food insecurity, Poverty alleviation, Human rights among others.

4. Carrying out life guard programs/projects and providing the youth with educational support services and information about STDs and HIV/AIDS prevention and reproductive health which will allow them to make considered regarding their sexual reproductive behaviour.

Programs/Projects
NAF programs mainly centre on Poverty alleviation, Public Education, Direct service delivery, HIV/AIDS awareness, agriculture, income generation, community development in general and protection of the environment.
We particularly would like to make a difference in the well being of the marginalized people in society. We are passionate about helping women get out of poverty, girl child education, and vocational skills for the youth, HIV/AIDS prevention and working with Persons Living with HIV/AIDS, and, generally uplifting the community from poverty and disease.

We also have programs for Persons with Disabilities and the elderly who are usually and neglected by the community. Persons with disabilities who have special needs that can not be attained in the rural areas where we operate are linked up with the urban areas for the services they would have otherwise never attained. We have bursary schemes for poor and needy orphans.

Health – Malaria and HIV/AIDS prevention Project.

NAF aims at sensitizing the villagers to prevention of Malaria transmission, use of mosquito nets and teaching the practices that result in mosquito abatement by removing standing water band cutting the bush near homes.

NAF tries to provide long lasting insecticide treated mosquito nets to the villagers for the prevention of transmission of malaria.

NAF will in the near future hold an HIV/AIDS week in the community and visit the different primary and secondary school in the community to sensitizing the students about HIV/AIDS prevention by issuing HIV/AIDS related literature and question and answer sessions every school term.

Water Harvesting Project
This is a very important project given that the sources of water in the village are lacking and people have to walk long distances to fetch water. The major Project Objectives here include:-

· To rehabilitate the primary school water harvest system

· To establish domestic water harvesting for selected homes from each zone

· To sensitize communities in basic community health care.

Livestock – Hunger management project

NAF’s desire here is:-

· To provide improved livestock to selected families for improved household nutrition and Income by selling the milk and ghee made from milk products.

· To sensitize the village on soil conservation and livestock management

· Sensitize the communities about good agricultural practices so as to ensure improvement in yields and help improve food security. It should be noted that deaths as a result of hunger have been reported in different parts of the country.

Save the Environment Project

This aims at;

· Promoting environment protection activities in communities like planting more trees in schools, homes, and distributing environment related literature.

· Training youth and women from the different zones in the construction of fuel wood energy saving stoves

· Distribute efficient stoves to families in the village that burn up to 70% less wood (rocket stoves)

· We promote appropriate rural technologies in the rural community

NAF Bursary scheme

Under this Scheme, NAF tries to Lobby for Orphans and Vulnerable children for funds in order to meet their educational needs like school fees, exercise books, uniform, lunch, etc

Our dream is to help Children with special needs that can not get the required services in the rural areas and have to move to the city for such services. 

The challenge is that we are financially handicapped and many children have not yet benefited from this scheme.

NAF has plans of constructing her own vocational secondary school in Ngoma Sub County so that a big number of students benefit from the facility without leaving their homes. Special needs arrangements will be out in consideration once the vocational secondary facility gets funding.
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
