Housing Recovery provides volunteer rebuilding assistance to homeowners with limited financial resources to help them move back home.
Case Management focuses on assisting families in gaining access to the information and the resources they to rebuild their home.
Project Management is a free service to homeowners that provides estimates, contracts reliable and honest trade labor, and ensures that the project runs in a timely manner within the budget.

Community Development extends the benefits of our other programs to community assets necessary to the recovery of the neighborhoods where we work.  
Community Organizing facilitates community members’ efforts to protect Lower Mid-City from predatory development and gentrification.  Our staff acts as a liaison between city government, private developers, residences, and businesses.

PNOLA has many ways for you to help. We offer an engaging volunteer program for student groups, businesses and individuals to have a hands-on experience rebuilding the city. PNOLA is a non-profit organization devoted to rebuilding affordable housing and a vital community in the Lower Mid-City area of New Orleans.  Organized in response to the devastation caused by Hurricane Katrina, PNOLA distributed the available information and resources to its neighbors.  
Currently PNOLA focuses on rebuilding homes and recruits volunteers from across the nation to help with our mission. With hundreds of student and adult volunteers each year, we have been able to contribute significantly to bringing families back to New Orleans. 
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· Recruited 3,200 volunteers from across the U.S., contributing more that 61,000 hours of service.
· Gutted 200 properties (including 5 churches, a fire station, and one school).
· Performed 72 complete and partial home rebuilding projects.
· Generated more than 55,000 AmeriCorps service hours.
· Saved over $2,000,000 in labor costs.
· Raised $110,000 in project funding for homeowners.
· Completed over 100 park cleanup and tree planting beautification projects.
· Helped to build 5 playgrounds with KaBOOM!
· Families are referred by community leaders or other non-profit affiliates and an appointment is scheduled to assess the needs and eligibility of the household.

· Once an estimate is completed and a project approved, the rebuild begins.
· During the process, a relationship with the family is established.
· When the house is completed, PNOLA holds a house warming party to celebrate the homecoming of the family. 


Most of our funds are used to purchase and sustain our equipment, support our volunteers, and help our families recover.
