KEEP was established in 1992 in Kathmandu through a memorial, charitable trust. It is a non-profit, registered NGO and undertakes projects in the environmental and micro-enterprise sectors, predominantly in relation to eco-tourism. KEEP started out as a new kind of information center one that could provide education on safe and ecologically sustainable trekking and on how to conserve Nepal’s fragile ecosystem. Since then, KEEP has continually expanded its project work and sphere of influence, developing into one of the leading Eco-tourism NGOs in Nepal today. KEEP has diversified its work into field of Community Development, Human Empowerment, and Poverty Alleviation. Kavre drinking water construction
This kavre village, chandeni, is situated at north-east of the Kathmandu valley, Nepal. It’s about 4 hours bus ride from kathmandu. This village has about 300 household. There is a water system, but due to water shortage, the villagers have a problem. On the other way, they have also water flowing 24 hours at the flow rate of 4 litre/minute. When there is water insufficiency, people queue for water which is a spring water. 
Therefore, the construction of water storage tank with 3 taps will collect water. It saves their time, they are queuing

· water sanitation programs for 300 villagers
