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The project Echo-community develops in Santa Clara, a community rural center of the nucleus of development, the remainders they surround it 3 communities components of the project, is located in the north-east of Masaya adjacent with Tisma, a total of 3.000 people benefited including 2.400 children.  These settlers inhabited in an area the north called Santa Clarita, due to their proximity of the surface with the sea level they were victims of severe floods every year.  The decision of the settlers was to emigrate bound for the south and to be located in higher lands from the year 1981.

It characterizes to these communities the non-existent offer of work for men and women, the young women initiate his life of wife and mother from 12 years of age, the rate of birthrate is alarming; the children die of parasitosis, diarrhea and chronic malnutrition due to the food insecurity and the non-existent primary care in health. Before the lack of schools some children learn to read in camp schools.
The Need
To improve the health and the well-being of the impoverished communities of sustainable form, to allow to the communities to cultivate food and to create a housing for all, to stimulate the economic development and the very necessary one the creation of employment, to re-live through a sense of pride in the traditional and indigenous culture, to encourage the self-sufficiency and the conservation of the natural resources.

Education and food insecurity of the population recognized as a human right can have deadly effects in the latest cases and lack of education the perpetuity of poverty, both affect the socio-economic indicators such as country, of which Nicaragua has the second worst of America.

 The Solution
The initiative of Fundacion Masaya Contra La Pobreza with the project eco-community does emphasis in the immediate relief to the aptitude to satisfy one of the elementary needs: To produce Food for children.

 In parallel we work with Permaculture beginning training to the families, that is to say, conservation of the resources; correct elimination of residues; respecting to the persons and the planet; exchange of information; to share any surplus freely; and using the natural not pollutant energy providing that it is possible
Utilizing these principles, our objectives are:  Improving the health and the welfare of the sustainable. communities impoverished of form to Permit to the communities to cultivate food, and to create a

dwelling for all to Stimulate the economic development and the very necessary creation of employment to Revive a sense of pride in the traditional culture and native to Promote the self-sufficiency and the conservation of the natural resources.
The initiative revolves around to overcome barriers, the failure by the lack of income, lack of cultural knowledge and barriers imposed by the extreme poverty in which they live through, across:

Providing to the families of instruments for the horticulture, compost, and seeds to begin a 
food garden in house.


Training of educational promoters and the settler organized of the communities like 
multipliers of the entire information of the initiative and his benefits to break the 
circle of the poverty.    

Meetings with families for educational chats, working for they appropriate of the 
importance of the education for the future of their children and their community 

working in conjunction with religious leaders to provide the information of the 
initiative to its membership.

Training of staff of other organizations that can provide information to its 
constituents.
    
Parts of the project to complete itself

Clinic: 

Lack to construct it, to equip it and to count on a medicine stock, to attend of 150 people per day, of them 100 children.

School:  

Already we include a land of 10.000 mts2, to build the school of grade school and secondary, where the children will be able to attend to receive the formal education vouched for by the Ministry of Education of Nicaragua.

Center of formation of skills: 

The creation of employment is one of our maximum priorities. In this installation persons will be able to learn skills to generate income. Also it will serve as a center for the education and theoretical training of as adults. Personnel and materials are necessary so that this is a reality.
