PREVENTING THE SPREAD OF CHOLERA INTO 5 BORDER TOWNS IN SOUTHERN CAMEROON.
Summary 
The recent outbreak of cholera in the Northern region of Cameroon has left over 300 persons dead. In spite of prompt government intervention, the disease is slowly and surely spreading to other regions. The Littoral Region which is sharing boundaries with the South West Region was recently hit by the pandemic. The reason why the communities and people in the South West Region are taking all precaution to ward off the spread of the disease into their region. As a community based, non governmental organisation serving its populations to ameliorate their living conditions, CHAMEG has engaged prompt actions to sensitize and educate the people of the presence of cholera in the nation and it’s spread. In addition, special attention is being paid on towns sharing borders with the already affected regions whose main source of drinking water is from wells and streams. Activities in hygiene and sanitation are encouraged since the spread is mainly through water while disinfectants and tools for cleaning streams and wells used as drinking sources are provided. This project will be ongoing and require the sum of $10.000.
Goal of Project

The main goal of the project is to prevent possible deaths from the spread of cholera a into the South West Region. 

Objectives: 
· To sensitize and educate the communities of the disease and it’s spread

· To organize hygiene and sanitation talks and activities, 

· To promote the sanitization of pit toilets and wells, 

· To clean running streams used as toilets and for washing.

· To teach families basic sterilization methods and water. 

· Help constant local filtering taps in each community
Target 


Five (5) border towns having a population of over 300.000 persons. 

Expected Results:


Awareness of the presence and spread of cholera in our nation created. 

· Sanitation and hygiene attitudes instilled in the community. 

· Mass cleaning of streams, wells, and disinfecting of pit toilets encouraged and carried out 
· One local water filter per community built in the five towns 

· Lobby for the local council to provide portable water in these communities. 

Conclusion


The spread of cholera is mainly via drinking water and poor general hygiene practices. These selected border towns still do not have portable water and drink well water and available streams also used either as toilets or to empty feces from their pit toilets. These communities are highly vulnerable to the present spread of cholera and need urgent assistance while planning for long term prevention. CHAMEG is soliciting your support towards this fight.
