History 

Centre for Communication and Development (CCD Bangladesh) is a non-profit, non-government knowledge centre working in the northern region of Bangladesh. It was established in 1999 by the endeavour of some self-motivated professionals of diverse working areas with a common premise of understating. The founder members of the organisation are Late Shah Anisur Rahman, renowned journalist, Dr. Andru Alak Dewary, Assistsnt Professor of Journalism Department of Chittagong University, Dulal Chandra Biswas, Chairman, Mass Communication & Journalism Department of Rajshahi University, Tanvir Ahmad, Assistant Professor, Mass & Journalism Communication Department of Rajshahi University, Mohammad Zulfiker, renowned journalist and G. M Mourtoza, Public Relation and Media Activist. Most of them are now closely working with CCD as executive members and advisors.  

CCD, only specialized organisation in the northern region of Bangladesh, has been working in the field of mass communication, development communication, journalism, mass media, and BCC, media & cultural campaign and advocacy. CCD since the time of its inception has been sincerely working for free flow of information, free press, free speech and free spirit of all the people. The organisation is committed to utilize the full power and potentiality of information, communication media and folk culture for human and social goods and egalitarian society. CCD has been sincerely working in northern region of Bangladesh for advocating freedom of press and right to information, enhancing professional skills of the journalists and development activists, building capacity and leadership of youth people, flourishing folk cultural as well as empowering women through arranging various effective activities since its inception.

Youth has been identified as one of the key priorities for the work of the organisation. CCD is committed to make the youth people active citizens so that they can utilize their full power and potential for overall socio-economic development as well as for ensuring their participation and raising their voice on several regional and national issues.

· To utilize full power and potential of youth people by enhance their leadership skills, building capacity and make them active citizens as well as rise their voice on several regional and national issues and ensure their active participation in development process.
· To build-up alternative social organizations for eradicating poverty and to empower the poor, under privileged and the backward people.

· To enhance inner potentials of the reference people to help them to come-up as the key actors of the development process.

· To work to reduce psychological insecurity of the religious and ethnic minorities and to better people’s culture and human rights situation.

· To develop communication and BCC materials, training manuals, modules and play active advocacy roles to stop abuse of drugs, acid violence, child labor and married, spread of STD/HIV/AIDS, arsenic contamination and other social problem.

· To create a welfare fund for the working journalists, development workers, poor women and the handicaps.

Management and staff of the Organisation

CCD is mainly a non-profitable, non-political voluntary development organisation. It has a 21 members General Committee to formulate organisational policy, key decisions and to provide all round cooperation in implementing the activities. The members of this committee are mainly teachers of university, colleges and institutions, noted editors, journalists, public relation and development activists. The Executive Committee play key role in implementing all activities, observing, monitoring and evaluating the organisational activities. The members of the Executive Committee are elected and selected through the direct vote of the members of General Committee. CCD has two separate national and regional advisory committee to provide necessary suggestion, recommendation, guideline and all round cooperation to implement the activities effectively and successfully. The members of the advisory committee are renowned communication and journalism experts, researchers, editors, and journalists. The organisational head of CCD is Chairman and administrative, financial and programmatic chief of the organisation is Director (previously Executive Director).

At present, the number of office based staff are 12 persons and part-time staff are 05 person. Among them 11 are male and rest are female. CCD has one national and central coordinator who is Dhaka based and four regional coordinators and 15 districts coordinators in northern region of Bangladesh. All of them are working journalists and they have been working with CCD almost seven years as volunteers.  Moreover about 3000 youth male and female are actively working with CCD’s students wings Bangladesh Advanced Students Alliance (BASA), youth wing Rajshahi Youth Citizens Council (YCF) and its cultural wing Youth Voice in Rajshahi region who are the key working forces of CCD.
