We shall be encouraging the untapped “Future” Olympics Kenyan gold medalists to discover their talents during the workshop. We shall award the gold, silver, bronze medalists in two locations a high school scholarship each @360.00 covering their tuition, books, boarding, food and stationery for 2010

Project Monitoring and Evaluation

Currently, program and workshop facilitators administer both a pretest and a posttest to girls and women participants in order to measure what information is learned by the girls during the workshop At the conclusion of each session, we also ask participating girls and women to complete a detailed evaluation questionnaire so that we can continue to find ways to improve an already excellent program. The project will also be regularly evaluated by an outside panel of professional evaluators. 

We shall also be able to collect more statistics from the schools about the enrolment of the girl child in schools that around Tigania, East Pokot and Lenkisem. Our project will be successful if we find that more girls are enrolling in school and taking science and mathematical subjects due to the self esteem they will have received in the workshop. 

We shall also measure our progress by collecting maternity statistics to evaluate if the number of teen mothers has been reduced in these communities. If there are few or no teen mothers then our project will have succeeded.
Sustainability of our Programs
We work with all acceptable traditional set up structures bringing them in contact with the attendees of our workshops. We have established a powerful connection with the village leadership in helping to empower the victims of FGM through our community based approach that will ensure sustainability.

So far, the notorious “Njuri Nceke” a group of elders that formally passed laws that required a girl to be traditionally circumcised approached us requesting our advocacy skills in eliminating the practice. When the people that define a culture in a community are willing to abandon that particular culture, then it is possible to change the community once and for all.
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
