Reproductive Health Care for 550 Women in India
Vision

            This project is to create awareness and educate on Reproductive Health and hygiene, safe abortion, safe sex and prevention of maternal mortality and morbidity among 550 poor women in the target areas, and strengthen their reproductive health care and hygiene.  
Description
                  For women, health, particularly reproductive health, is 
a precondition for access to economic assets and resources and the opportunities to use them effectively for themselves and their families. Reproductive health is the major problem in rural India. 
                   An article from the World Health Organization calls safe, legal abortion a "fundamental right of women, irrespective of where they live" and unsafe abortion a "silent pandemic”. It also states "access to safe abortion improves women’s health. Health as a state of complete physical, mental and social well-being, and not merely the absence of disease or infirmity, reproductive health, or sexual health/hygiene, addresses the reproductive processes, functions and system at all stages of life. 
                 Reproductive health, therefore, implies that people are able to have a responsible, satisfying and safer sex life and that they have the capability to reproduce and the freedom to decide if, when and how often to do so. Implicit in this are the right of men and women to be informed of and to have access to safe, effective, affordable and acceptable methods of fertility regulation of their choice; and the right of access to appropriate health care services that will enable women to go safely through pregnancy and childbirth and provide couples with the best chance of having a healthy infant.
                      According to the WHO, "Reproductive and sexual ill-health accounts for 20% of the global burden of ill-health for women, and 14% for men and the percentage will increase substantially very high in near future. The percentage is very high in Developing Countries such as India, Bangladesh, Pakistan, etc. According to the volunteer’s survey, 550 poor women are infected in reproductive health in the target areas.
 Needs of the Project 
                    According to the survey was conducted by the volunteers of Grace Peter Charitable Trust, many poor women and adult girls in the target villages are uneducated, early marriage, and drop out from the schools. They are still using unhygienic and old cloths, mutts etc. instead of napkin during menstruation period. The survey indicates that 550 poor women are infected in reproductive health and ignorance of reproductive health and hygiene, safe sex, and safe abortion. Due these reasons the maternal mortalities are increasing rapidly.
                    So the project is very much needed in the area for empowering the women and adult Girls in reproductive health care, and basic rights and prevention of maternal mortality and morbidity.  So we launch this project in the target area with the participation of the local community, Doctors, Health staffs and local leaders.  
Activities
· To conduct workshop on Reproductive health care awareness for poor women 
· To provide basic rights and child Health Education to Pregnant women  

· To promote four tire kitchen gardens/leaf vegetables, plants, creepers and tress to get fresh vegetables and fruits by promoting waste water management to have nutritious food in the beneficiaries house
· To arrange special medical camps on Reproductive health for women
