PUEBLA

Arquetopia se localiza en la ciudad de Puebla, conocida como Puebla de los Angeles. La
ciudad de Puebla, proclamada por la UNESCO Ciudad Patrimonio de la Humanidad, se
encuentra a 136 km (84 millas) de la Ciudad de México y cuenta con aproximadamente
5000 edificios coloniales. Puebla es famosa por su profunda identidad cultural y tradiciones
arraigadas en el barroco siglo XVI enriquecidas por la mezcla de culturales prehispanicas,
ibéricas, arabes, judias e influencias europeas.

Arquetopia is located in Puebla, known as the City of Angels. Puebla is a UNESCO World
Heritage Site that lies 136 km (84 mi) southeast of Mexico City and has approximately 5,000
colonial buildings. Puebla is famous for a deep cultural identity and traditions rooted in the
16th-century Baroque and enriched by a blend of pre-Hispanic, Arabic, Jewish, French and
Spanish influences.



Oaxaca es una hermosa ciudad colonial con herencia Zapoteca y Mixteca, enclavada en
un valle en la cordillera de la Sierra Madre, localizada a 450 kim (280 millas) al sureste de la
Ciudad de México. Oaxaca presume su manifica arquitectura colonial, siendo el ejemplo mas
representativo la iglesia de Santo Domingo y su exconvento, sede de un importante museo.
Oaxaca fue declarada por la UNESCO Ciudad Patrimonio de la Humanidad en 1987 por la
zona de monumentos histoéricos del centro y el sitio arqueolégico de Monte Alban.

Oaxaca is a beautiful colonial city with a Zapotec and Mixtec heritage, nestled in a valley
in the Sierra Madre mountain range, located 450 km (280 miles) southeast of Mexico City.
Oaxaca boasts magnificent colonial architecture, the most outstanding example being Santo
Domingo church and its former convent, now home to an impressive museum. Oaxaca was
designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1987 for its central Historic Monuments Zone
and the archaeological site of Monte Alban.
