* What problem is the social entrepreneur addressing?  Global climate Change

   * What makes this individual a social entrepreneur?  Mr. Day has set up Eprida to have as its function a company designed to solve intractable global problems such as global warming and to be financially self sustaining.

   * How does the individual's approach to social change comply with the following criteria:

         o Innovation: Social entrepreneurs innovate to make the world a better place for a larger number of people. In innovating, social entrepreneurs are at the forefront of change, most often ahead of popular opinion, approaches, and support. Innovation could mean improving systems, creating new solutions, and/or inventing new approaches or applications to existing solutions. How is this social entrepreneur innovating?

This social entrepreneur has developed two areas of innovation specifically related to the mission of the company.  The first series of innovations are patent pending inventions related to removing CO2 from the atmosphere while producing renewable hydrogen based liquid/gaseous fuels and producing a sustainable fertilizer.  The second innovation is a global corporate business model designed to create its profits through services to the world.  The long term nature of this entity is in the span of hundreds of years rather than one generation.

         o Scalability: Social entrepreneurs are capable of expanding or replicating for impact on a larger scale. They are focused and relentless in their pursuits to spread their initiatives.

Their scaling efforts could focus on shifting behavioral patterns and perceptions or building a broad base of support to create positive change throughout society. Scalability is sometimes built into the organizational model, and often attained by negotiating strategic partnerships to promote replication. How does this social entrepreneur intend to scale, spread, or replicate his/her work?

Growing food and producing energy locally are key components of every sustainable society.  These opportunities are well suited to the entrepreneurial base of the world as we seek to introduce ideas in value production mechanisms that can sustain local currency/economic models.  This is a much more involved solution that he is much better suited to answer than I am.  His advisors are some of the top economists in the world that also share his vision.

         o Sustainability: Social entrepreneurs seek to sustain the benefits of their initiatives by enabling social benefit to remain in the community beyond the initial investment or initiative of the entrepreneur or by developing strategies that will financially sustain the social entrepreneur's organization so that benefits can flow over time. How does this social entrepreneur ensure the sustainability of his/her work over time?

His model for tying together food production, energy production and local restoration of the soil and production of fertilizer have archeological roots extending thousands of years.  A recent conference sponsored by Mr. Day brought together scientists and archeologists from all over the world to clarify and detail how ancient technologies can be integrated into new energy technologies while duplicating historical successes.
