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This project is a partnership with IDEX, a non-profit fellowship program in India, and Technology Services Corps, a non-profit in the United States that brings recycled computers to schools that have limited or no computer facilities in other countries. 

IDEX is a social enterprise fellowship for recent college graduates that is managed by Gray Matters Capital in Atlanta that works with affordable private schools that serve marginalized populations not participating in government education in the Hyderabad area.   The schools range in size from 200 to 1,800 students with an average school size of 350 students or a total of more than 12,600 students.   Up to ten schools will be chosen to have a computer lab installed by TSC  

The TSC team will travel to India for two weeks in February 2012 to volunteer to set up and network the computer labs, and teach both the IDEX fellows and teachers/students at the schools in India when time permits.

Technology Services Corp Team members:

· 15 diverse students from Garfield High School, 2/3 of whom are from very low income families and need scholarships to participate

· 3 adult chaperones

· Provide ongoing support and instruction to the schools

Selection Criteria for IDEX Schools to Receive Computers

An IDEX review team will conduct a site visit to each of the applicants to assess how well they meet the selection criteria.

The selection criteria are being developed, but schools will need to satisfy criteria such as the following in order to receive hardware:

· Demonstration of strong school administration, academics, and student needs

· Appropriate facilities to ensure the security of the computers

· Appropriate facilities to ensure usage of computers (classroom space and electrical capabilities)

· School interest and commitment to working with IDEX to ensure appropriate and robust utilization of computers, including training teachers
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List of Current IDEX Schools

All of the 32 schools are Affordable Private Schools in the Hyderabad Metropolitan Area.   These schools serve marginalized populations not participating in government education.  All of them are paired with one IDEX Fellow, who works with them over a 10 month period to help improve their services to students. Schools are typically nursery age thru Class X with school strength ranging from 300 students to just upwards of 2,000 students.
