DESCRIPTION OF THANE IN TAMILNADU , SOUTH INDIA

“ Thane “ , the very severe cuclonic strom that crossed Tamil Nadu and Puducherry on Friday morning, claimed 33 lives , and left behind a trail of destruction and human suffering. Throwing life off course , the storm ,  which passed the coast north of Cuddalore at 6.30am at a speed of more than 125 km an hour , uprooted trees and electric posts , disrupted power supply and transport services and damaged homes and standing crops.

 Officials began assessing the damage wrought by Cyclone Thane to crops in Tamil Nadu , but said on Saturday that it was too early to quantify it now. They said paddy crop in Cuddalore , nagapattinam , Villupuram, Kanchipuram , parts of Thanjavur, Tiruvarur and Thiruvallur have been affected. Besides, sugarcane in 6,000 hectares , cotton in 2,000 hectares and coconut in about 500 hectares have been affected. Other crops like millets and pulses would not have suffered much. While millets are raised in about 3.6 lakh hectares, pules cover about 2.1 lakh hectares. 

Since the onset of the cyclonic strom , Cuddalore saw the death of 46 persons. 

“Aavin” (Tamil Nadu Co operative Milk Producers’ Federation) has supplied 2,000 litres of milk to the cycloneravaged district. The total human toll in the State since the onset of the cyclone rose to 35

Utmost priority is being attached to the resumption of power supply.

With cyclone “ Thane” set to intensify , triggering heavy rain and gusty winds along the coastal districts of Tamilnadu.

According to initial estimate , at least 10,000 electric poles across the district have been damaged and considerable number of transformers rendered non- functional.

Drinking water supply is being maintained through tanker lorries mobilized from Chennai , Tirupur , Thiruvanamalai , Perambalur  and Dharmapuri.

When pointed out that standing crops such as cashew , groundnut , paddy , sugarcane , banana, jasmine and even casuarinas trees on vast stretches of lands have been flattened or destroyed by the cyclone.
