In total, 12 schools operate on the major railway stations of Orissa catering to the educational needs of about 250 disadvantaged children living in and working on and around these railway stations. These children are taught through innovative approaches up to standard 3 in the train platform schools. Those who complete education in these schools are promoted to join the normal schools run by the Government. In the first year of their admission in the Government schools, they are supplied with study materials and school uniforms by the Ruchika Social Service Organization. Thereafter the parents/guardians of these children take care of their educational requirements for further education in the normal schools and colleges.
