LISTEN Project – Highlight 
Brief:

The LISTEN project is one of free education program for students of preliminary, secondary and high school as the Tsunami victim stayed in refuge camp in Bakoy village, Aceh Besar. This program has started on September 2005 and gave some extracurricular lessons, scholarship, and increased quality of local trainer and provided toys for children who lived in refuge camp. Until now, the project was still running and followed by more than 400 children. The LISTEN project has got financial support from GlobalGiving, Gartner Group and some individual donors. The local organization that implemented the program is Puspem with online system supporting and coordinating by MicroAid.Net.   

Project Mechanism:

A. Preparation

Puspem team worker have arrived to the refuge camp in Bakoy village and met many children that were playing around at their camp directly. In the same time, they met some student college and parents. After chatted and discussion, they have agreed to provide additional education program for children so they will get better skill. Many times later, Puspem team and local parents were registering the children names and investigated what the additional lesson they want to do.

B. Planning
Using data and information, Puspem team started to make proposal and count the budget. With MicroAid.Net online system, they started to register children names, make self-help activities and publish 18 micro projects of free education program. The online proposal can be seeing on the Puspem website (www.puspem.microaid.net) and through coordination with MicroAid team, the project goes to GlobalGiving. A journey that needs 3 months since published on the GlobalGiving website (www.globalgiving.com) and now the project has got financial support from GlobalGiving.
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     Children were registering for free education program in Bakoy refuge camp.
C. Implementation

After they received the funds, the LISTEN project has started on September 2005. Children and parents were happy to hear the news and then they implement the program among at their refuge camp. Not only children have involved, but also their parents got the new job as local trainer and teacher. A program that involving children and parents to work together and useful for their own future. This project is involving more than 400 children and 10 local teachers. All of them are the Tsunami victim in Aceh. After several months implemented, this project has also got other donation come from Gartner Group and some individual donors as the register contacts of GlobalGiving. Children and families say thank you very much to everyone who concerned and gave this donations.
