The grants were provided to re- start or develop their home based industries. The men are fishermen. All going out in the sea. They work for a small allowance for the big merchants. The support from the women adds a few ruppees to the household income. The income will contribute to the social development and security. The women are glad, that they can shoulder the domestic revenue.

Message :

We are a  fisher family living in Magalle. Through hard work we had earned the necessities for a comfortable living. I left home at about 9.00 a.m. to buy some vegetables My husband had gone to see a friend. The two children had gone to the temple to observe sil with their school mates. I was close to the vegitable market, when I saw people running away from the coastal line. Shouting “ floods, Floods”. In an instant sea water came gushing through the passages. I was swept inland, and was soon unconscious. When I woke up, I was in the hospital. Hundreds of patients were lying on the beds and on the floor. Many were shouting for their relations. I gradually went back in my thoughts. Fortunately I could remember, that there was no one at home at the moment of the disaster. I was discharged from the hospital, the next day.
I  went home with my husband and the two children. The whole area facing the sea was in a mess. Our house was just a heap of debris. All our belongings had been destroyed. The T.V. Hi – Fi set up, Refrigerator, Almirah, Crockery,  Cutlery, Kitchen utensils and 
the Furniture were al damaged, or swept away. Our family lived in a camp ( temple) for two and found shelter in my father’s house subsequently. It took 11 months to reconstruct the house. The new house is very much smaller.

Our income dropped. The whole family was shocked and grived. It took over one year to come back to normalcy. Yet we have to buy all our needs again. Only the essential items we could afford. I shall do my best to help my husband to recover our revenue.
