HISTORY
Some time ago we began to dream of how to compensate our soldiers for their dedication, struggle and dedication to make our country a place where present and future generations can grow up in peace.
Insurgent groups in our country, in his quest to destroy the peace and democratic security in Colombia have claimed thousands of lives of civilians and military and everyday Colombian people crying for peace and an end to this senseless war ... .
In 2003, in view of the perceived need to get support from civil society to care for military victims of landmines in Antioquia Department, a group of business leaders and Antioquia, proposed the creation of a Foundation that met on a permanent and comprehensive needs of the wounded in combat.

The proposal was submitted to the GM Mario Montoya Uribe, commander of the National Army of Colombia and then commander of the Caribbean Joint Command No. 1 and to the Brigadier General Oscar Enrique Gonzalez Pena, who at the

In early 2005, after a thorough analysis on structuring this, we conducted the first meeting to present the HERO FOUNDATION WALK Antioquia entrepreneurs and leaders, who were pleased and encouraged with the idea of ​​working in a formal and permanent disability by the military ........

Working Model
Work is based on three fundamental components fused and interdependent, who come together to achieve common goals: Civil Society, Armed Forces and Professional Reserve Officers in order to address the soldier in the fifth stage of his recovery:
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Stages of care for military victims of armed conflict, antipersonnel mine and unexploded ordnance
Stage I: Pre-hospital Care (Rescue - First Aid - Evacuation)
Stage II: Hospital Emergency Care (Medical - Surgical - Hospital)
Stage III: medical rehabilitation, physical and psychological
Stage IV: medical care, physical and psychological continued.
STAGE V: RETURN TO CIVILIAN LIFE -  FUNDACION  HEROE CAMINA

The first four stages of the wounded soldier care are covered primarily by the Army from suffering the event until the time of his separation from military ace. The fifth stage, which is to return to civilian life, is our ultimate goal to see the lack of opportunity to deal with civilian life, because of their physical and mental limitations. This is where we begin the task of incorporating the public and private companies, seeking beneficiaries through our four programs: HEALTH, EDUCATION, HOUSING, INCLUDING LABOR AND PRODUCTIVITY.
STATISTICS
According to statistics from PAICMA (Presidential Program for Comprehensive Action against Antipersonnel Mines) between 1990 and November 2011, there were 9,584 victims in Colombia Mine (MAP) and Unexploded Ordnance (UXO). Of these, 38% (3,604) are civilians and 62% (5980) members of the security forces. Between January and November 2011, there were a total of 466 victims, 165 (35%) and 301 civilians (65%) military
Civil and Military Injury Victims from 2005 to 2011
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Of the total casualties reported in the period 1990 - November 2011, 79% (7575) was injured and 21% (2,009) died. Of the 3,604 affected civilians, 2,898 (80%) were injured and 706 (20%) died. Of the 5,980 members of the security forces involved, 4,677 (78%) were injured and 1,303 (22%) died. Between January and November 2011, 143 civilians and 249 members of the security forces were injured, 22 civilians and 52 members of the security forces died.
The five departments with the largest number of victims between 1990 and November 2011, are Ontario (23%), Target (10%), Caquetá (8%), Norte de Santander (7%), Bolívar and Nariño (6%, respectively .)
Departments of Colombia most affected mines
According to the "Presidential Program for Comprehensive Action against Antipersonnel mines" the number of victims assisted by departments from 1990 until December 2011, was as follows: Antioquia with the largest number of victims affected by landmines in Colombia with 2048 victims, Meta with 917 victims, with 714 victims Caquetá, Norte de Santander with 650 victims and 584 Bolivar. 31 of the 32 departments and the Capital District had some type of event with antipersonnel mines. Similarly, 65% of municipalities there was an event. The devastating statistics remain still ........

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In the comparison of entries per year over the constitution of the Foundation, highlighting a high rate for 2005 indicating the start of operations in our institution, with a total of 159 beneficiaries enrolled in the programs. By 2011 we had registered 48, for a total of 582 soldiers in the Foundation beneficiaries.

SOCIAL MANAGEMENT
When an active duty military is wounded in combat and his injury generates total or partial disability, the national army as well as provide necessary medical and psychological care for your injury, granted disability compensation or pension, depending on the degree of disability.

Once the officer receives his compensation or disability pension, is retired from active duty Army and must return to civilian life. It is at this point that the  FUNDACION HEROE CAMINA begins to support it, providing physical and mental wellbeing through its 4 programs.
 Fundación Heroe Camina invites individuals and organizations from different sectors both domestic and international, to secure the necessary resources to enable us to meet the 582 soldiers of the homeland heroes enrolled until 2011.
The activities for the recovery and future military personnel and their families are framed in our 4 programs:
1. HEALTH PROGRAM
It has three components:

·  Mental Health: We offer our military beneficiaries and psychiatric counseling needed to grieve for their disability and continue as soon as possible with civilian life. In addition, develop a range of recreational and therapeutic activities that facilitate the recovery process.
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·  Physical Health: Seeks to improve the physical condition and motor of our beneficiaries not to disrupt the processes already established as attending study or place of work, by consulting orthopedic and prosthetic replacement of parts.

Walking My Second Chance
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My name is Antonio Montoya Wilmar income in 2005 to the glorious National Army to the BRIM 11 having only 19 years. On July 9, 2009 doing my duty in the town of Dabeiba, Antioquia I have the misfortune of stepping on a landmine amputee resulting from both my legs above the knee. Immediately, I was evacuated to the Clinic Leo XIII where I stayed 15 days before being transferred to the company's health. Two months later my accident I find that aid can be obtained with the Hero Foundation Walk, so I decided to enter. That same month, participate in recreational activities offered to recipients each quarter. This time it was a way out of the Military Training Center in Ptolemais, located in the department of Tolima. In return, start riding therapy where they can gain more control of my body, through trust and balance that generates the equine. But this was not enough to adapt my prosthesis, since my amputation was so high that require intensive therapy. That is why the Foundation manages move to Bogota to receive the greatest benefit in my recovery process. Thanks to the Foundation and its management Hero Walk, United for Colombia Foundation, I donated high-tech prostheses accompanied by intensive adaptation for a month.
Today, after 6 months of struggles and setbacks, but always with the mindset to do it, I returned to walk, now face the biggest challenge of my life ... be a better person each day to give the best quality to my son of only 8 months.
1. EDUCATION PROGRAM
Provides access to our target population to primary and secondary education, higher education, technological training in arts and trades and training alternate

To achieve this program, involving several entities:
• Ferrini Institute: Contribute to the development of this program, 50% of the value of tuition in basic primary and secondary education.
•  Fundación Heroe Camina: Provides the value of higher education.

I suffered injuries: amputation right leg and left leg broken ankle, tibia and fibula, amputation of the fourth and fifth fingers of his left hand, amputation of the first and second phalanx and fracture of the third finger. Thank God so far I have the prosthesis and I feel very well in recovery and I'm taking the first steps. I am married, my wife's name is Claudia Garcia, I have two children a 6 year called Keitlyn and 4 years old is Kevin. I live in San Antonio de Prado thanks to the foundation Walk Hero who gave me this house late last year. I lived very concerned about what did not have a home for my family, I ran several calls for housing in the municipality of Medellín but was always rejected by what he had planned savings. The foundation then I saw my concern I manage this little house. We live very grateful for what we have a decent roof and very comfortable. Also my children live very happy because the unit is very large and have many friends.
3. INCLUSION PROGRAM AND PRODUCTIVE WORK
Once the military recovered his sanity and begin the education process, we proceed to look for career options in the private sector, enabling them to build a future for themselves and their families
Thus we have private companies and institutions that relate to our work through job offers for our beneficiaries.

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Hello, my name is Paul Andres Echavarria arrive at the hospital San Juan de Dios in Yarumal, Antioquia after receiving two bullets in the column on 2 February 2007. The next day I woke up in hospital Pablo Tobon Uribe of Medellin without knowing what had happened to me, was where a doctor gives me the bad news that I'll never walk ... After 18 days I was transferred to the military hospital in Bogota to have surgery and begin my rehabilitation process. 10 months later back to Medellin, could no longer live in narrow place, where I grew up and was all my family. Then my mother, my three sisters, 23, 14 and 12 and 9 year old brother decided to leave the village to settle in the city to accompany me.
In July 2008 the Foundation reaches to help me find things to occupy my free time, feel useful and courageous. Then start my education from grade 9, attended equine hydrotherapy and also part of different tours that offered me towards my recovery. But this was not enough, what really motivate me to succeed was able to contribute financially to my home, to compensate my family for all the sacrifices made.
The Foundation at my disposal, drive and desire to succeed, I got a job at a mall security guard in the city. Today, psychologically, physically and morally I am another man, as I feel I keep my mind active and engaged in productive things, being aware that they are opportunities that God gives me life and to get ahead and realize that only I had a change in my life project but it continue
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GLOSSARY
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1. What is an Antipersonnel Mine (MAP)?
According to the National Glossary of Terms for Comprehensive Action against Antipersonnel Mines, by "anti-personnel mine" means a mine designed to be exploded by the presence, proximity or contact of a person, and if you have the potential to explode incapacitate, injure and / or kill one or more people.
A mine is "an explosive device fitted with fuze, buried or camouflaged that causes their explosion when touched by a person, vehicle, etc.." The Convention on Certain Conventional Weapons "means a munition placed mine under, on or near the surface of the ground or other surface area and designed to be exploded by the presence, proximity or contact of a person or vehicle"
However, landmines fit this definition, being that anti-personnel mines are designed to kill or incapacitate their victims. They are used to collapse the enemy medical services, degrade the morale of his troops, armored vehicles and damage. Therefore, it seeks above all to seriously injure or maim, rather than to kill, because a dead does not cause as many problems as a casualty. Thus, its effects are more common amputation, genital mutilation, injury, muscle and internal organs, burns.
The main feature of a landmine is that the victim activates the device, aiming to incapacitate or injure or depending on the payload and the victim can get to kill you. Therefore, tend to have an explosive charge of between 10 and 250g, and are activated by the pressure of a weight between 5 and 50kg.
The mines are easier for everyone, they do not require high technology or economic resource to make them.
Mines have recently been developed that are activated by the mere proximity of the person, it puts pressure on them, there are over 300 different models of antipersonnel mines.
The main purpose of these mines is kill or discapacitar victims for life, with irreparable damages, like loss of a limb, which makes such victims have required medical treatment and rehabilitation treatment periods, and that ultimately not guarantee full recovery. In addition, these devices are designed so that also generate destruction in the environment and on earth, when the impossible to be worked.
2.  What is an Unexploded Ordnance (MUSE)?
According to the National Glossary of Terms for Comprehensive Action against Antipersonnel Mines, are all explosive ordnance that has been loaded, the fuse in place, armed or otherwise prepared for use or already used. It may have been fired, thrown, launched or projected but remain untapped due to either malfunction, the type of design or any other reason
3. What is an Incident?
According to the National Glossary of Terms for the AICMA, per incident is an event related to landmines or unexploded ordnance, which may increase to an accident or has the potential to lead to an accident.
4. What is meant by MAP or MUSE victim?
In the information recording system is a victim of MAP and MUSE to any person who has suffered harm, including physical or mental injury as a result of action by a landmine or unexploded ordnance
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
