The Northern Region of Ghana is noted for its high poverty level; rate of unemployment and a high illiteracy rate. It has the lowest level of education, plural marriages is very common. Many people are traumatized by chieftaincy and land disputes, witch crafts, domestic violence, and gender inequality. There are many households and individuals who fall below the poverty line. Their main occupation is farming but due to draughts and lack of machinery, government support and agricultural education, their harvest is generally low. The inhabitants are mostly peasant farmers but due to the low harvest the farm products are not able to last till the following farming season.

The poverty level is so high that the ordinary family can hardly afford a three square meal a day. Parents cannot afford to enroll their kids into schools and the very few of those who manage to send their wards to basic schools give up when they acquire admission into Senior High School. Their excuse is the high cost of school fees and other educational materials, hence; a high level of school dropout is rampant in the north. 
However the deaf are the most victims of all these problems. Since Ghana`s current population is about 24 million whiles the number of persons with disabilities stand over 5 million people are deaf or hearing impaired representing over 20% of the population. Over half of these disabilities are related to hearing impairment.

Deaf people in Ghana live from hand to mouth, they faces many challenges. Access to education, healthcare, shelter is a big challenge. The deaf population suffers the most in the country. The northern region has less than three deaf schools and these limited schools do not even have adequate resources. Parents, authorities, and the general public are generally reluctant in the development and empowerment of person with hearing impaired. Many people still believe the only way is through begging. Deaf people face segregation, discrimination, physical abuse and harassment from the most of the general public.
Unemployment among deaf people in Ghana is very high. One few dead and hard of hearing people are employed in occupations such as teaching, arts, plumbing, manual work, tailoring, carpentry, farming, hairdressing and factory hands jobs. The unemployment problem of deaf people is largely due to the low educational attainment and training. Less than 1% of the deaf population in Ghana manages to complete junior high education. This is not enough to give them the skills to compute on the job market with their hearing counterparts.
As a result of this problem our organization has in the past four years adopted the Savulugu School for the deaf. Our aim is to assist all students further their education to the tertiary level where they can acquire skills and teaching training. In 2011 we did not have enough resource to sponsor all the final year of the junior high school to go to tertiary institutions. Over 40 of them had to return home after their junior high education. Some of which committed suicide for the fear of returning to the streets, their dreams and aspiration were shuttered. This was sad and heart breaking.  With $5000.00 all 50 students can finish the two year training program. 35 of them will to be teacher, 5 will be working in advocacy program and the 10 will learn technical and vocational skills. All the 50 students will self-sustain and independent as soon as they finish the two year program. It will cost exactly $200.00 to support one student.
