This year Dr. Rosa Célia was elected by Jornal O Globo- (Brazil’s largest National Daily Newspaper)in the science section – as the person who made a difference in 2006. In Rome, Dr. Rosa Célia received the title of Ambassador and Worker for World Peace, nominated by the Lions Club of Brasil and by the Brazilian Rotary Club. In 2004, Dra. Rosa carried the Olympic torch as it made its way through Rio de Janeiro.

The success story of the group is that it has continued working together since the foundation of Pró Criança Cardíaca in 1996, fighting for the same goal of saving children with cardiac problems. Over the last year we have raised nearly 1million dollars to help us to buy property near our clinic to cuild a children’s hospital so that we can have our own space to perform life saving heart surgeries for these children of families of little means. Also, the hospital will perform surgeries for children on a paying basis as well, in order to help the hospital be self sustaining. This will be the only hospital dedicated solely to children’s specialty surgeries here in the State of Rio de Janeiro and we believe that it will be a reference for other states as well as this is already what is happening with the ProCrianca program now.

We are currently writing the business plan for the hospital and will have that available hopefully by May, 2007. The architectural plans are being drawn up now as well. The hospital has early support from the new governor of Brazil as well as the largest media company in the country (O Globo) and many other very important people are getting on board and making connections and setting the groundwork for the hospital’s capital campaign. We will be seeking partnerships with hospitals outside of Brazil. Also, we will be looking to Foreign funding foundations. 

We have recently had a team of Yale Business School MBA students here with us in our offices in Rio and they are now back at Yale and will spend the month of May putting together some deliverables that they have outlined as  key to the success of this project. 
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
